No scans and I have given the original diary to the Center for Appalachian Studies at Appalachian State University along with a transcription.  The diary is there for scholars and any family member to read, anytime.  Better than ending up in an attic somewhere or being thrown away 50 years from now.

 

I met with the editor of the Journal of App. Studies, who is on sabbatical right now.  She may publish the diary as she ran our great uncle's journal in 2006.  It was turned into a book Neighbor to Neighbor, 2007, and tells about our Wilson family, Issac whom you note.  It is for sale at the App. State bookstore.  It relates the tale of the bushwhacking and our great uncle The Rev. William A. Wilson, Frankie's brother, a Southern Methodist missionary for 42 years in Japan.  Do order the book.  Our family is the story.

Attached is the 1912-1940 diary of your great, great grandmother, Frances Wilson Osborne.  One of her grand daughters, Gladys, is your grandmother.  Your parents are my second cousins, so I guess you and I are second cousins, once removed (or something like that!).

 

This is about 85 pages with numerous photographs so it may take some time to open.  If it does not, I will break into parts and send it in pieces.

 

I also have my grandmother's 1943 diary which she wrote up the time of her death, Dec. 1943 at age 47.  Mayme Osborne Stansbery was your grandmother's aunt, or your great grandfather Bascom Osborne's sister.

 

We have quite a family tree through Frankie Wilson Osborne - a lot of frontier Indian fighters and pioneers in SW Virginia and Western North Carolina.  Their stories on the primitive and violent frontier make interesting reading. 

 

I have grandchildren, nieces and nephews I hope to pass all this long to.  Do you have children?  Is the Adema HVAC company in Buffalo part of your family?  Where do you live in Williamsville, NY?  My wife's best friend used to live not far from the river that runs through town.
