	Clarine named for Clarine Deveraux.  (Deveraux Ct. in Lockport where her parents first lived).  I have a photo of Clarine D wearing the locket that was given to Clarine Long, and then to me (Barbara Long).

She and husband lived a 263 Clinton Ave. North, Rochester, NY Nov 1914 (re postcard to him from her) when first married.

They moved to TC to live at 516 Sixth St. after death of , Joe McGough. Clarine’s sister Rose’s husband.  Uncle Theo was to run McG’s Coal and Feed Store for widow, Rose.  They all lived together, joined by Barbara (their mother) after death of her husband, Charles,  in 1903 on their 41 wedding anniversary.

Law suit by Clarine and Theodore after Rose’s death since she left estate to Robert H. Long (a child x years old), instead of Clarine and Theodore as promised.  They won.  Caused break in family.  Howard, Robert’s father, didn’t speak to his sister again.  Robert renewed relationship in 1947 when he had to go to Detroit, MI on business.  Called her and said he had no hard feelings and would like to renew relationship.  Family spent Xmas of 1950 (1?) there.  Photos of Barby Long in house in front of tree with gifts:  doll house, etc.  Barbara was given a quit claim deed to the house/contents by Robert Long (father) to repay her for his inability financially to pay for her college education.  B took loans.
Most items belonging to Barbara came from Aunt Clarine’s house.
