	Dear Dr Holliman
Thank you for your further e-mails with information about your ancestry and the photographs, which have enabled us to put a face to the name. 

A little bit about the history of Chipperfield may help you grt a picture of the family records here. We are a semi-rural community set in attractive surroundings with a population of about 1800. The village grew out of the neighbouring village of King's Langley,which has a church founded in the 12th century and the remains of a Royal Palce where mediaeval royalty went to hunt and to escape from the plague. Enterprising yeomen came up the hill to the new hamlet of Chipperfield to escape from the rule of Royalty and of the Lord of the Manor. They set up new farms in the 16th century or became brewers and millers. There were about ten local Carter families and it is believed that the forbears of President Jimmy Carter were one of them, who, as dissenters sailed to America in 1635 to avoid persecution and settled in Virginia.By 1830 the population of Chipperfield had reached 300 and King's Langley church could not accommodate them, so St Paul's Church was built and consecrated in 1838. 

We have recently been looking at burial records for the years 1926 to 2005. There are only two Hollimans recorded: 19 August 1930 Henry Holliman aged 80
16 August 1955 Frederick Charles Holliman age 71 years (Grave No. F/Q07) Neither grave has a headstone. 

None of the Hollimans who died in the World Wars have remains buried in the churchyard here. All their names are listed on memorial plaques in the church and on the War Memorial which stands outside on the Common, where the church is situated. We will tell Stan Holliman that you appreciate his assistance and show him you messages. 

!Incidentally, 1881 Census records show there are further Hollimans recorded in other areas of Hertfordshire: George, born King's Langley age 41
Henry, born Berkhamsted (5 miles away) age 34 Frederick born Berkhamsted age 35
Ellen born Berkhamsted age 36 widow
Caroline born Berkhamsted age 16
Henry born Sarratt (2 miles away) 45
Ellen born Offley age 35 

Yesterday my wife, Mary, who, with Andrew,our son, has been doing this research, visited King's Langley History Society's working group. They have copies of the church's records and also of the Censuses there. She is returning in 3 weeks time to find out more about the King's Langley Hollimans, who were the precursors of those who came to Chipperfield. She has also taken the attached photographs of the allabaster war memorials in the nave of St Paul's, the oak memorials in the chance land two of the plaques on the war memorial, where the annual Remebrance Day service is held. 

As you can see, there is still a lot of research to be done before we could attempt to show the link between the Chipperfield Hollimans and your forbear John Hollyman b. 1572. (Have you been able to ascertain, on which ship he sailed to America?) Whatever the outcome, you have presented us with an interesting challenge and are delighted to have made contact with you.
