Eddy, so glad to hear from you.  Do you know your grandmother's first name and the names of her parents? Please let us here you about your family.

 

Three brothers - Warren, Charles and Cornelius Holliman came to Fayette County in 1836 from South Carolina.  You are probably descended as we are from one of the brothers.

 

My grandmother was Pearl Caine (b 1888).  Her mother was Lula Hocutt Caine.  All from Fayette County.  Many Caines are buried at Caine's Ridge Cemetery.  Rhodes Holliman, my cousin, is descended from the Hollimans and the Blakeneys.

 

As you work in the court house, we have an unsolved ancestor question that is puzzling us.  One John T. Holliman is reported in the 1974 History of Fayette County published by the Fayette County Historical Society as patenting land in Section 14 in 1812.  This is very, very early. Off the top of your head, does this make sense to you?
