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This is the last will and testament of me[?] Edward Blakeney of Newman Street in the Parish of Saint Mary le Bone in the County of Middlesex Esquire 
first I do hereby constitute and appoint my cousin Colonel William Blakeney of Newcastle upon Tyne in the county of Northumberland and my nephew Martin Kirwan of the city of Dublin attorney at law joint executors of this my will 
and I so will and direct that all my just debts and the expenses of my funeral and of a tomb to be erected for that purpose be fully paid and satisfied 
and I will and direct that my body may be conveyed without a parade but with decency prudence and a____y to the Cathedral Church of Tuam in the kingdom of Ireland where the remains of my father and mother lie to be there interred in a tomb to be erected by order of my executors and attended with as little expense as may be and they shall think proper into which tomb I would have the remains of my father and mother removed and which tomb I would have serve for such of my family as can be deposited therein and  chuse to be interred there 
and it is my will that my body be at my decease put into a leaden coffin and that such leaden coffin be put into a wooden one such as is generally used upon such occasions and that the whole be then put into a wooden case sufficient to preserve the same on the voyage to Dublin 
and that my servant James Frost do attend the conveyance thereof from London to Dublin and see the same delivered to my said nephew Martin Kirwan whom I wish to be immediately apprized of my demise and the aforesaid directions and to have my body conveyed in such coffins as I have hereby directed for interment in the aforesaid tomb 
and it is my will and I do hereby direct that the wages of my said servant James Frost be continued until he returns from Dublin to London and is thereon discharged and that he be also paid six guineas for his expenses during his journey over and above all I herein bequeath to him 
and it is my will and I do hereby direct that my servants the said James Frost and Christopher Frost and the servants who shall be in the house where I live at the time of my decease be either provided with mourning or have some money given to them by my executors in lieu thereof as follows 
my servants James Frost and Christopher Frost five guineas each  
Mary Elizabeth Wright the cook who has lived there some years five guineas 
and the person who shall happen to be the chambermaid at my decease two guineas 
and it is my will and I do hereby direct that my executors do out of my estate pay the rent and taxes for the house wherein I shall happen to lodge at the time of my decease up to the end of the year in which I shall happen to die 
and whereas from the disturbances and commotions in Ireland a considerable alteration may happen in the state of my property in that kingdom and the same may be thereby much reduced which may render it impracticable for my executors to pay to my friends and relations such legacies as I originally intended for and had heretofore bequeathed to them in case I were to dispose of my estates and efforts I do therefore in that instant give bequeath and dispose of such estates and efforts as I shall happen to have at the time of my decease as follows (that is to say) 
I give and bequeath unto my brother Charles Blakeney Esquire the sum of two hundred pounds 
I give and bequeath unto my said cousin Colonel William Blakeney and my nephew Martin Kirwan their executors advisors and assigns the sum of three hundred pounds upon trust to pay the interest thereof to my nephew John Edward Blakeney (eldest son of my brother Charles Blakeney) for and during the term of his natural life and from and after his decease upon trust to pay share and divide the same equally unto between and amongst or for the benefit of all such child or children of him the said John Edward Blakeney as shall be living at the time of his decease or shall be born in due time thereafter at such age or ages days and times and in such manner as my said trustees or trustee for the time being shall in their or his discretion think fit provided they or he shall think fit to pay or apply the same or any part thereof during their respective minorities and, that all or such part thereof as shall not be so applied shall be paid  to such child or children at his, her, or their age or respective ages of twenty-one years in case their said father shall be then dead and if not as soon as conveniently my be after his decease and in case of any of their deaths under the said age the share or shares of him, her, or them so dying or so much thereof as shall not have been paid or applied as aforesaid shall go to the survivors or survivor of them at the age or times and in manner aforesaid and in case of all their deaths under the said age then the said sum of three hundred pounds or so much therof as shall not have been sooner paid or applied shall sink  into and be considered as part of the residue of my estate [.]
I give and bequeath unto my nephew The Reverand Mr. Thomas Blakeney the sum of two hundred pounds
To my nephew Mr. Robert Blakeney the sum of one hundred and fifty pounds and I remit to my said nephew the sum of 50 pounds which he owes me
To my niece Bridget Henn (Daughter of my said Brother Charles Bakeney) the sum of one [?] hundred pounds
To my niece Ann St. Leger wife of the honourable Richard St. Leger the sum of two hundred pounds
I give and bequeath unto my said Cousin Colonel William Blakeney and my said nephew Martin Kirwan their executors administrators and assigns the sum of three hundred pounds upon Trust to pay the interest thereof to my sister Mrs. Jane Nesbit for and during the term of her natural life and from and after her decease upon trust to pay the same unto or amongst any one or more of her children and in such manner and form and at such time or times as she shall by her last will land testament in writing give direct limitation or appointment equally between and amongst all her children who shall be living at my decease
I give and bequeath unto my nephew Mr. Matthew Nesbit and his wife the sum of 20 pounds each for mourning
I give and bequeath unto my nephew in law James Beytagh of the City of Dublin attorney at law the sum of two hundred pounds which (with one hundred and twenty pounds I have already given him) is in consideration of his reading writing and sorting papers for me during his residence with me for the space of eighteen months _____ from August One thousand seven hundred and ninety-three to January One thousand seven hundred and ninety-four and from August One thousand seven hundred and ninety-four to August One thousand seven hundred and ninety-five
To my niece Isabella Beytagh the wife of the said James Beytagh the sum of two hundred and twenty pounds which (with 230 pounds already given her by me at different times) is in consideration of having been lift in [slender?] circumstances by her parents
To my said nephew Martin Kirwan (one of my executors) the sum of 200 pounds recommending it to him to pay every attention to the advice which shall be given to him by his co-executor my worthy kinsman and friend the said Colonel William Blakeney [.]
To my nephew Edmond Kirwan youngest brother of the said Martin Kirwan the sum of 100 pounds
To the children of my late niece Sarah Burke deceased late the wife of Mr. Thomas Burke of Clonfad in the county of Roscommon and daughter of 
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 of my late sister Deborah Kirwan the sum of 50 pounds in equal proportions
To Mr. Robert Blakeney of Parke in the kingdom of Ireland the sum of 100 pounds
To my nephew Mr. Francis Waldron of Drumsna the sum of 200 pounds
To my niece Mrs. [Frusin? or is the F a J?] wife of Mr. Thomas [Frusin?or is the F a J?] of the city of Dublin the sum of 150 pounds
To my niece Mrs. [Isaacs?] the sum of 200 pounds
To my niece Mrs. Watkins the sum of 20 pounds for mourning
To Mr. James Blakeney of the town of Galway [,] Mr. Matthias Blakeney of Abby Nock Moye in the county of Galway and Mr. Michael Blakeney of Holly Mount in the county of Mayo [,] sons of Mr. George Blakeney deceased [,] the sum of 20 pounds each for mourning
To Mr. Michael Blakeney of Bally[baut?] in the said county of Galway [,] son of Mr. Charles Blakeney deceased [,] the sum of 30 pounds for mourning
To my cousin Theophilus Blakeney of Abbert in the said county of Galway Esquire the sum of 20 pounds for mourning
To my niece Sarah Blakeney and my nephew Edward Blakeney her brother the sum of 10 pounds each for mourning
To Mrs. Elizabeth Bodby[?] of Moyne [,] niece of my late mother [,] the sum of 30 pounds
To Simon McCoy and Sarah McCoy [,] children of [Nappy?] [ Spolman?] [,] 10 pounds each 
To Mr. Edward Cloran of Loughrea for the better support of his children the sum of 50 pounds
To Mrs. Deborah Gunning late of Galway but now of Holywell [,] daughter of my late cousin Mrs. Hamilton[,] the sum of 50 pounds.
To Kitty Waldron wife of Francis Waldron of Corohan and daughter of [Isousur?] Ward in consideration of her having served my late sister Mrs. Deborah Kirwan faithfully for several years the sum of 30 pounds
To Miss Waldron of Corohan in consideration of her care and attention to my said late sister Deborah Kirwan the sum of 50 pounds and to Betty Kelly and [Isousur?] [Ward? Wall?] for their attention to my said sister the sum of 20 pounds each
And I do give and bequeath to the Vicar General for the time being of the Diocese of Tuam aforesaid the sum of 50 pounds for the use of the poor of the town of Tuam to be by him distributed amongst them at such times and in such proportions and in such manner as he shall judge most beneficial for them all which said legacies it is my will shall be paid and satisfied after the rate of money in the said kingdom of Ireland and such of the said legacies as are not hereby otherwise directed shall be paid as soon as conveniently may be after my decease and as the state of my affairs will admit 
I give and bequeath to my said cousin Colonel William Blakeney the sum of 300 pounds of lawful money of Great Britain and also the further sum of 100 pounds of like lawful money for mourning for his children
To Edward Blakeney my godson, son of the said Colonel William Blakeney, the sum of 100 pounds of like lawful money.
To Mr. John Blakeney of the inner Temple London, son of the said Colonel William Blakeney the sum of 50 pounds of like lawful money
To my nephew [Mr? Sir?] Thomas Kirwan of the Isle of Man, the sum of 50 pounds of like lawful money
To Mrs. Mary Alfray of Newman Street aforsaid the sum of 400 pounds of like lawful money and in case she shall happen to die before me I give and bequeath the said sum of 400 pounds to her son Lieutenant William Alfray of the Royal Navy.
To Miss Staunton of Norfolk Street Grosvenor Square the sum of 20 pounds of like lawful money for mourning
To Mrs. Sarah Farrell of Bath and to her daughter Mrs. Fitzherbert of Plymouth and Miss Sophia Farrell the sum of 20 pounds each of like lawful money for mourning
To my friend Mr. Farrell late a Lieutenant of the Invalids the sum of 50 pounds of like lawful money
To Miss Elizabeth Hork[?]ford daughter of my late friend William Hork[?]ford of Twickenham in the said county of Middlesex Esquire, deceased, the sum of 20 pounds of like lawful money for mourning
To Sir George Staunton Baronet and his lady and their son, Mr. George Staunton, the sum of 20 pounds each of like lawful money for mourning
To Mr. Thomas Lynch of Marthasfield[?] in the county of Derby, son of the late Mr. ___dore Lynch of Jeffrey Square Saint Mary Axe London the sum of 30 pounds of like lawful money for mourning
To Lieutenant St. George Armstrong of the Westmoreland Militia and Frances Charlotte Armstrong his wife and to Jane Nugent [Amelia?] Williams their daughter the sum of 50 pounds each of like lawful money for mourning
To Miss Charlotte Toplady[?] of Midhurst[?] in the county of Sussex daughter of my late worthy and much esteemed friend Francis Toplady[?] late of the Salt Office Esquire deceased the sum of 50 pounds of like lawful money for mourning
To my friend the Reverand Eliezer Williams in consideration of his attention to and care of my affairs the sum of 50 pounds of like lawful money requesting he will be pleased to continue his attention to my affairs on my decease and particularly in seeing to the direction of my coffins and mourning or money to the servants and the delivery to Colonel Blakeney on his arrival in London of all such papers as relate to my affairs and also the books prints maps and other things which I have bequeathed to him.
To my servant James Frost in consideration of his care and attention to me the sum of 50 pounds of like lawful money and also the further sum of 25 pounds of like lawful money for half a years wages as shall be due and owing to him from me at the time of my decease and also over and above what I have herein before bequeathed and directed be paid to him and to my servant Christopher Frost the sum of 10 pounds of like lawful money
I give and bequeath my plate to my said brother Charles Blakeney for his own use and benefit
I give and bequeath to my said nephew Martin Kirwan my gold repeating [barrel?]
I give and bequeath to the said Colonel William Blakeney all my books prints maps and all such things as are in a chest in the house where I live directed for him together with the said chest [and?]
I leave the disposal of all my manuscripts and papers to my executors and it is my will and I do hereby direct that all the several legacies given in lawful money of Great Britain shall be paid as soon as conveniently may be after my decease and the state of my affairs will admit of 
and I do hereby expressly declare that such of the legacies given by this my will either in English or Irish currency as are for the reasons aforesaid less than what I had before given shall nevertheless be in lieu and full satisfaction of all former legacies intended for such legatees 
and all the rest and residue of my estate and effects whatsoever which shall remain after payment of all my just debts legacies and funeral expenses and the expenses of a tomb hereby directed and of proving this my will and such expenses as my executors shall be put to in the execution of this my will[,] I give and bequeath to my executors in trust to be by them applied for the use and benefit of such charities and particularly in the city of Dublin and in such times and in such manner as they shall think fit and shall be consistent with the regulations of such charities provided always 
and I do declare that it shall be lawful to and for the said Colonel William Blakeney and Martin Kirwan and the survivor of them [,] his executors administrators and assigns to place out and invest the said sum of 300 pounds given for the benefit of my nephew John Edward Blakeney and his children as aforesaid 
and also the said sum of 300 pounds given for the benefit of my sister Jane Nesbit and her children as aforesaid in their or his own names or name respectively in or upon the public works or funds or upon government securities within the kingdoms of England or Ireland
and I do declare that my cousin Colonel William Blakeney and my said nephew Martin Kirwan and each of them their and each of their heirs executors and administrators shall be charged and chargeable duly for such money as they [cash?] and every of them shall respectively or actually receive by virtue of the trusts hereby in them reposed and that the one of them shall not be answerable or accountable for the others or other of them or for the acts, receipts, neglects, or defaults of the others or other of them but each of them duly for his own acts receipts neglects or defaults nor shall they any or either of them be answerable or accountable for any bank or banker or other person with whom or in whose hands any part of the said trust moneies shall or may be deposited or lodged for safe custody nor for any other misfortune loss or damage which in the execution of the aforesaid trusts or in relation thereto may happen except the same shall happen by or through their or his own willful default or defaults and that the said trustees and each of them their and each of their heirs executors and administrators shall and may be and out of the monies which shall come to their or his hands or hand deduct retain and reimburse themselves and himself and allow to his co- trustees and co trustee all such costs charges damages and expenses as they any or either of them shall or may suffer sustain or be put unto in or about the execution of the trusts hereby in them reposed or any of them or any wise relating thereto 
and I do hereby request that the said Colonel William Blakeney may be forthwith acquainted with my death and be put in full possession of the nature and amount of all my property and that he have the chief direction and counsul in the 
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execution of the trusts aforesaid exposed[? espoused?] in my executors and that the said Martin Kirwan consult with him in the performance thereof and hereby revoking all former wills and codicils by me at anytime heretofore made I make publish and declare this only to be my last will and testament in witness whereof I have to two parts of this my will contained in six sheets of paper each respectively set my hand and seal namely to the first second third fourth & fifth ___ to my hand and to the last sheets thereof my hand and seal this fifteenth day of March in the year of our Lord one thousand seven hundred and ninety-nine
