> I sent you in August:

>  I have several clues. North of  Dewart, PA (Delaware Run) in the graveyard

> of what is known as "the Brick Church" (St. Johns Lutheran)  are the graves

> of three children (who died days apart) children of one George and Mary A.

> Long.

> 

>   Dad believed that George was the brother of Benjamin.  There are photos

> of George and his wife Mary A.  in the family Bible...the photos were taken

> in Watsontown, PA. On the back of George's photo was written: Brother of

> Benjamin".  The photo studio is no longer there.

> 

> The pastor of the church in 1970, Roy Gutshall, did research for dad, but

> found no records - they had burned years before.

> 

>   The children, all who died in 1850, were twin boys age 7, and a girl

> named Malinda age four..  There were unmarked graves adjacent but we do not

> know if they were the parents.  Dad said he had a vague recollection of

> family talk of relatives whose children all died in an epidemic.  So, if

> this is correct, George Long was the brother of Benjamin; and George lived

> in the Watsontown area. .  When Benjamin married Sarah Mohlar they had a

> daughter they named Malinda.  (After his deceased niece? Same spelling)

> 

> We do know the Long family was German (re Bibles, etc.)

> Last summer I too visited this gravesite and took photos of the graves.

> Dad contacted in 1970 one John H. Carter, Sr., former President of the

> Northumberland County Historical Society.  I have their correspondence.

> Dad asked Mr. Carter if there are land ownership maps available back to the

> 1800 - 1820's so he might get a lead on the homestead of George and

> Benjamin.

> 

>  Mr Carter said in his last letter:  "In the Northumberland County Court

> House at Sunbury are many county records, beginning in 1772.  These include

> wills, land deeds, inventories, and assessment lists.  All but the last

> named are well indexed.  Perhaps you can find there the information you are

> seeking."

> 

> Dad also corresponded with a Mary Lontz, geneologist, in Milton, PA.  She

> said there was a lot of material about the Long family in Central Pa and in

> Northumberland County by " Floyd".  These two books seem to find the family

> coming from Berks, CO.  These books dwell on the Long family of Centre,

> County and the Long family in Northumberland Co. that lived near

> Augustville.  There was no further correspondence.

> MORE ABOUT THE MOHLAR FAMILY:

> 

> Sarah Mohlar'smother was named Margaret.  She was born in 1784 and died in

> Lockport around 1850 -55.  She moved to Lockport, NY with Sarah and

> Benjamin and died there.  Remember, they moved to Lockport in about 1820

> where Benjamin worked on the buiiding of the Erie Canal.  He later opened

> a blacksmith shop in Lockport, NY.  I have his account books, etc.

>  One John Mohlar was born on May 20, 1820 in PA.  He moved to Lockport in

> 1830, with his parents, and then to Newfane, NY. and died in 1896.  The

> clipping about his death said he as the oldest resident of Newfane, NY

> (north of Lockport near Lake Ontario).

> 

> He may have been an older brother, cousin, or uncle to Sarah Mohlar Long

> (Benjamin's wife).  John had a daughter Betsy.  She married one Alden Keitz

> on Sept. 16, 1865.  She was referred to as "cousin" by the Long family.

> October message continued:  I am most interested in where Benjamin came

> from in Central PA.  The Mohler's in Newport, Mohler Fuel Oil spell their

> name with the E not A (Mohlar).  I have talked to them, and they don't have

> information that ties into my family.

> Thanks for the continued help!  Perhaps researching more about Benjamin's

> brother George would give us a lead to who they were and where they came

> from.

RESPONSE FROM VI:
I found Benjamin, using his brother George.

According to tax records, George left in 1851, at that time he had 60

acres of land and was listed as a farmer.

I went back as far as 1842, where he is listed as married but owning no

land at that time.  In 1842 that area was part of Turbot Twp. With

George is a Nicholas, Joseph and Abraham Long (Abraham crossed out that

year, probably left) none owning a large area of land, Joseph owned 1

acre, Nicholas owned one acres (all appear to be tradesmen).

Moving back to 1824 found a Lewis Lang/Long owning 97 acres, with Joseph

1 acre and Nicholas no land. Between 1824 and 1822 this land changed

hands.

In 1822 

Long, Abraham 2 horses 1 cow

Long John  2 cows

Long Joseph, (single)

Long Nich. 98 acres 2 horses, 3 cows

Long Christ 2 horses, 1 cow

Long, Lud r 1 acre, 1 cow

Long, Benj. (single)

1821

Exactly the same except Abraham was not shown.

This leads me to believe that Nicholas may be the father, will be

checking records to find proof.

Benjamin's age was causing me the most problem.  According to this he

was born 1799/1800 not 1804, which makes more sense, as he would be 22

when he left.  Why his age is different, I have no idea it may just be a

matter of someone putting the wrong date on a tombstone, which I have

found before.  Usually the stone was put up a few year after their

death, and they were not sure of his birthdate.

The reason you or your father were unable to find anything in

Northumblerland is because all the tax records were sent to the Pa.

Archives. I looked at the books which are in very old condition.

Will be letting you know what I find, it now appears he had quite a few

brothers.
