Shirley Sorrell, right, is an avid family historian and provided material and photographs for the book Neighbor to Neighbor (2007). Published by Appalachian State University, this tome is built around the memoirs of The Rev. William A. Wilson (1861-1951), tells the story of the Wilson-Greer families of Ash County, North Carolina during and immediately after the Civil War.

Both Mrs. Sorrell and this writer share a common lineage as we are descended from Isaac (1822-1864) and Caroline Greer Wilson (1828-1911) whose portraits Mrs. Sorrell holds in this picture.  As recorded in earlier articles Isaac, an officer in the North Carolina Home Guard was brutally murdered in June 1864 while plowing corn at his farm in Sutherland, Ashe County, North Carolina.

Isaac and Caroline Wilson had seven childen.  In previous posts, another descendant of Isaac and Caroline, Jennifer Bundy, provided photographs and commentary of her lineage through one of the sons, Robert Wilson (1860-1949) .  In this post, Shirley begins sharing from her collection of family pictures, beginning with the family of John Wilson, another son of Isaac and Caroline. Shirley is a great grand daughter of John and Rebecca.

John Wilson (1855-1928)  would marry a cousin, Rebecca Wilson Wilson (1862-1952), daughter of Jacob Wilson (1832-1917) and Eliza Jenkins (1830-1905).  They would spend their lives farming in Sutherland on part of the property left to Caroline and the children after Isaac's death.  

One of the first pictures in Shirley's collection is of John and Rebecca with their children in 1895 although there is some ambiguity about which child is whom. Ultimately the couple would have nine children.

In recent articles, we have been posting photographs and information on our Wilson ancestors from the highlands of Western North Carolina.  Shirley Sorrell, Jennifer Bundy and other cousins have been providing biography on the Wilson descendants. As noted in earlier blogs, numerous members of the Wilson, Osborne, Forrester and other families seem to have left Ashe and Watauga Counties for the far western United States in the first half of the 20th Century.

Below, Mr. Ross Cooper, research librarian at the Watauga County public library in downtown Boone, North Carolina, confirmed my thesis that many children of mountain families had to move in order to support themselves.  The bottom land had been taken by the first pioneers in the late 1700s and by the early 1900s, even the steep hill sides had been claimed by generations of offspring.

From 1881 until 1912, a period of 31 years from ages 18 to 49, Rebecca Wilson Wilson gave birth to 14 children of whom only 10 lived to adulthood.  Despite the many pregnancies and the labor of the farm, Rebecca lived to be 92 years old!  

 

If a child of John and Rebecca's made it to adulthood, they lived a long life.  The four sons averaged 82.5 years at death.  The daughters averaged a staggering 93 years at passing!

Every third Sunday in July the Sutherland, North Carolina United Methodist Church holds a homecoming with preaching and lunch on the grounds.  Generally this draws a number of descendants of the pioneers who settled the picturesque North Fork of the New River Valley in the late 1700s and early 1800s.  Below the church service on 21 July 2013 with guest preacher, Bennie Wilson, left, a third cousin of this writer.

The Sutherland United Methodist Church was founded in the middle 1850s as a result of revival camp meetings held along the North Fork.  Isaac and Caroline Greer Wilsons evidently were charter members of this congregation.  One of their sons, William Albert Wilson, became a Methodist minister, once a pastor of the church, before spending 40 years as a Christian missionary to Japan.  

This writer's great grandfather, George Washington Osborne, was ordained a lay minister at the church in the 1870s and preached in the church and to other Methodist congregations in the North Carolina highlands between the 1870s and 1896, before moving to Tennessee. Below the Sutherland United Methodist Church today, the latest physical incarnation, resting on a hill above the North Fork of the New River.

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Peggy Sue's mother is Mary Wilson Barlow, b. 1923, who is a daughter of Oscar (1889-1985) and Olive Kilby Wilson (1904-1976).  Oscar, for whom the road to the original Isaac (1822-1864) and Caroline Greer Wilson (1828-1911) farm is named, is a son of Robert Boyd (1860-1949) and Ellen Wilson Wilson (1866-1952).  Robert (Bob) is one of the son's of Isaac and Caroline.  Peggy Sue now makes her home in Pennsylvania.

Below, a 1955 photograph of Oscar Wilson, Peggy Sue's grandfather.
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From the Diary of Frances Wilson Osborne, who lived in 1928 in Bristol, Tennessee, we have this entry.  'Frankie' is this writer's great grandmother. 
“May 6 1928…Went to Damascus, stayd a Week…Went to NC to Mrs. J W Wilsons at Sutherland the 12th.  I wast church for mother day the 13…nice day…ate diner with Oscar Wilson.”

Frankie noted in her Diary that the bus from Bristol to Damascus cost $1.25 and from Damascus, Virginia to Trade, Tennessee 75 cents.  From Trade to Sutherland, North Carolina, another 50 cents. One wonders when bus service began and what company provided the transportation?  When Frankie and her family migrated from Cove Creek, NC in 1897 to Tennessee, they traveled by horse and wagon, there being no train service.  Several decades later, Frankie was able to return regularly by motorized vehicle to these less isolated mountain valleys along the North Fork of the New River.

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Dale lived the first twelve years of his life in Sutherland, Ashe County, later attending Appalachian State College.  Recently, he reflected on that time and his North Fork upbringing with the following short fascinating memoir which captures the culture of that time.  

For those familiar with the story of the 1864 bushwhacking of Isaac Wilson (this writer's great, great grandfather), Dale's memories suggest animosities and feuds continued for generations.

"Life in rural Sutherland, North Carolina in the early 50’s was the essence of bucolic America.  We were mostly ignored by county, state and federal government, thank God!  So long as taxes were paid we were free to subsist as best we could, hunt for small game, plant tobacco and continue to marry our cousins when it seemed a good fit. After all, being landlocked both culturally and geographically had its advantages, but I digress.

At the age of  7 I began my formal education at Mabel Elementary School in Zionville, NC.  What is striking to me is that I traveled by bus thru three counties and two states to arrive at Mrs. Mast’s first grade class.  There we learned organization, respect for our teachers and how to read the King’s English thru snippets of the daily lives of Dick and Jane with a healthy dose of Spot.  

Each day commenced with a school bus ride under the tutelage of one Willy Laing, who was charged with bringing us safely from our homes to school and back again.   Willy began the pick-ups in the heart of Potter Town (Meat Camp) where decent men did not tread nor tarry due to the general lawlessness of the area.  Here people simply settled their grievances with a gun, with no remorse for the outcome and little sympathy for the loser.  

 So well I remember sitting on the bus between two children, one whose father had slain the other child’s father  in a contest over some squabble probably to do with a rhetorical insult or less.   Mountain men did not insult each other...did not wrong each other in a cavalier way without suffering certain consequences.  

The Potters, the Ellison’s, the Snyder’s, the Shelton’s...names of children I remember well and especially the eyes they cast when their kin were killed by the relatives of the student they shared a bus seat with.  Today we would find this “insensitive” at best.. in those days it was simply reality." - Dale Wilson

In May 1928, Frances Wilson Osborne (1851-1940), the great grandmother of this writer, wrote in her diary of an extended trip from her home in Bristol, Tennessee to visit her siblings and in-laws in Ashe County, North Carolina, ancestors of Jackie Farrington and other cousins who attended the 2013 reunion.

A reading of this diary reveals a rich kinship and friendship among the children and grandchildren of Isaac and Caroline Greer Wilson.  The spelling and grammar is that of Frankie's, reflecting the modest education she received prior to and during the Civil War.  Comments are by Clinton Getzinger (CWG), whose knowledge of the Wilson-Forrester families is encyclopedic!  

May 19 – “may the 19 saturday…Went to Bob Wilsons at sutherland.”  These are Jackie Farrington's great grandparents.

May 25 – “Friday 25…Went to Walter Osborne, spent 2 night…Sunday 27, came  back to Bobs Wednsday 30…come to Earl Donnelly Sunday 3…left Earl Donnely ...come to church the…went up to Becky Wilson.” Walter Raleigh Osborne 1867-1933 was Frankie's nephew. His father was Clemons Osborne 1835-1902, a brother of George Washington Osborne.   Earl Donnelly is a son-in-law of Uncle John and Aunt Rebecca Wilson. He married their daughter Mamie Edna Wilson. CWG 

June 10 – “went to Preaching and Sunday school.   Come back to Bruce Donnelly for diner.” Bruce Donnelly married Bob Wilson's daughter Lillian Torrence Wilson.  These are Jackie Farrington's grandparents.  CWG 

June 15 – “Friday 15…Went to Conly, spent the night.  Bought 1 galon of strawberry, paid 50cts.  Got half dosen pint cans, paid 45 cts…got 4 lbs sugar, paid 36 cts…cost of all $1.31.”  Frankie was making strawberry jam.

June 16 – “Saturday…Went to Bobs, spent the night, came Back to Beckys Sunday.  Spent the night Sunday 17.”

Frankie Wilson Osborne, who was present at her father's Isaac's Civil War murder, died in 1940 in Bristol, Tennessee from complications of a broken hip.  Her mother, Caroline Greer Wilson, died in 1911, from the same condition - complications from a broken hip.

My mother's (Geraldine Stansbery Holliman Feick) father, Charles S. Stansbery, was born on a farm in Washington County, Tennessee near Limestone, the son of William Luther and Anna McCray Stansbery.  In this posting, we explore the McCray family and other maternal lines,  some of the first Anglo-American families to move in the 1770s and  1780s into what became East Tennessee.

The 1880 census states that Anna McCray (1866-1936), my generation's great grandmother, lived in the 3rd district of the county, which includes Limestone, a sleepy village near the Nolichucky River.  It's most famous son, born 1786, was one David Crockett who went on to serve in Congress and died at the Alamo in 1836.  

 

Recently in visiting web sites under McCray Family history, I have been able to move our McCray family back to its Scottish origins.  Here is what is known.

Anna McCray was the eldest daughter of John McCray (1838-1909) whose middle name is probably Daniel (named after his great grandfather) and Mary Elizabeth Beard McCray (1845-1876).  More on the Beard and other lines including the Bayless families in future posts.

John McCray's father was William McCray (1797/98-1836), the oldest of thirteen children.  William McCray's wife, Hannah Lenizy Taylor, was born 1800 and died 1858. Her father was one Henry Taylor, whose family story we will examine later. 

John Daniel McCray was the fourth child and borne during the year of his father's death, if indeed 1836 is accurate on the McCray Family web site.  The 1880 census has John McCray born in 1839.  His grave stone reports 1836.  He and his wife had seven children.

So who was William McCray's father?  The McCray web site states the parents are Captain Henry McCray (1775 ca - 7 February 1847) and Mary Moore McCray who died in Washington County, Tennessee in 1825.  

Henry, who died in Summerville, Chattooga County, Georgia, first saw the light of day in Loudon County, Virginia and moved south with his parents to occupy East Tennessee in the early 1780s.  During the War of 1812, he served as an officer with the 1st Regiment, East Tennessee Militia.  His role in the Redstick Creek Indian War at the Battle of Horse Bend, Alabama will be written about later in this blog. 

Henry's father was Daniel McCray, born in Ross-Cromarty, Scotland in 1845 and died in Jonesborough, Tennessee 25 June 1819.  He is buried at the Cherokee (Baptist) Community Cemetery in Jonesborough.  Below, the Daniel McCray headstone photo  found on the Internet.

The McCrays, Taylors, Baylesses and others - were pioneers of the Watauga settlements of the State of Franklin and later East Tennessee.  They lived through the dangerous and bloody 'contact period' when European settlers intruded upon and acquired Cherokee and Creek traditional homelands.  

From the 1770s and into the middle 1790s, reprisal Indian raids of plunder and murder were common in the Watauga region and later Middle Tennessee. Militias turned out regularly to pursue Native Americans.   The Revolutionary War was part of this multi-decade conflict which involved my additional maternal ancestors who lived on the North Carolina side of the mountains - families such as the Wilsons, Greers and Osbornes.

Law and order were in short supply leading in the 1780s to the formation of the State of Franklin, a frontier example of an attempt to establish constitutional law while separated by rugged mountains from the home state of North Carolina.  There are several valuable books on this period of history to recommend, two for example being 'The Wataugans" by Max Dixon and "The Southwest Territory 1790-1796"  authored by Walter D. Durman.

Washington, was ordained a lay pastor in the same denomination in the 1870s in the same church.)  It is from Will's memoirs that we know so much of Isaac and Caroline Greer Wilson and the travail of the Civil War in the family.

The above picture is labeled in English as having been processed by K. Mimura in Okayama, Japan.  These pictures may have been taken as publicity for the Southern Methodist Church and its missionary work in Asia.  My belief is my great grandmother, Frankie Wilson Osborne, obtained them from her brother to share with her Anderson Street Methodist Church missionary society in Bristol, Tennessee in the 1920s.

 

When World War II began, Okayama housed a Japanese Army camp. On June 29, 1945, the city was attacked with fire bombs. Almost all the city was burned, and more than 1700 people were killed. Okayama suffered terrible damage in the war, losing more than 12,000 households.  In near by Hiroshima, another site of Will's work, the U.S. Army Air Corp also dropped the first atomic bomb on August 6, 1945 killing over 80,000 immediately.   Below the ruins of Okayama and Will's work after the incendiary raid. Cousin Shirley Sorrell,  descended through John Wilson, a brother of Will Wilson, had in her collection of family photographs a picture (see below) evidently made at the same time and place in Japan as the pictures held by my branch of the family!  Somewhat damaged, the clothing, flowers, building and setting are identical.  This was probably made in the 1920s, the last decade of Uncle Will's forty years of service in the mission field.

The attic box revealed two photographs of my grandmother that I had not seen before.  The one below must have been taken ca 1897 when Mayme Osborne was only one year old.  It was about that time that G.W. and Frances Wilson Osborne (daughter of the above Isaac and Caroline Wilson) left Cove Creek in Watauga County, North Carolina and moved to Blountville, Tennessee in Sullivan County.  The county was wracked by a Depression during that time, and George Washington Osborne gave up farming and meager farm prices to run a general store.  ﻿

The above is a family photograph of the Rev. William Albert Wilson family taken in 1896 in Hiroshima, Japan.  William Wilson (1861-1950) was the last born son of Isaac and Caroline Wilson Greer of Sutherland, Ashe County, North Carolina.  Ordained in the Southern Methodist Church, Will and his wife, Mary McClellan Wilson, served decades as Christian missionaries to Japan.  A graduate of Trinity College (Duke), Will wrote the memoirs that became the book Neighbor to Neighbor, the story of the Civil War in Ashe County and his father's murder in 1864.

According to Annie Heaton's marginalia in red, William sent this picture to his first cousin, William Isaac Greer who lived in Banner Elk, North Carolina.  Mary Wilson died in 1949 and William the next year, 1950 in retirement in Durham, North Carolina.

In 1947, William wrote the below comments concerning his family lineage and relatives.  His descendants have written their own comments in the margins. Click on the document twice and it should enlarge.

The above is a family photograph of the Rev. William Albert Wilson family taken in 1896 in Hiroshima, Japan.  William Wilson (1861-1950) was the last born son of Isaac and Caroline Wilson Greer of Sutherland, Ashe County, North Carolina.  Ordained in the Southern Methodist Church, Will and his wife, Mary McClellan Wilson, served decades as Christian missionaries to Japan.  A graduate of Trinity College (Duke), Will wrote the memoirs that became the book Neighbor to Neighbor, the story of the Civil War in Ashe County and his father's murder in 1864.

According to Annie Heaton's marginalia in red, William sent this picture to his first cousin, William Isaac Greer who lived in Banner Elk, North Carolina.  Mary Wilson died in 1949 and William the next year, 1950 in retirement in Durham, North Carolina.

In 1947, William wrote the below comments concerning his family lineage and relatives.  His descendants have written their own comments in the margins. Click on the document twice and it should enlarge.

On the grounds of Lees-McRae College is a Presbyterian church and grave yard.  In the cemetery are the graves of Jesse (1806-1892) and Frances Brown Greer, Jr. (1810-1905).  When Isaac Wilson (1822-1864) was bushwhacked in June 1864 during the Civil War, Jesse and Frankie raced to Caroline Greer Wilson's side and stayed with her during the trauma of the event and through succeeding months.

Caroline's son, The Rev. William A. Wilson, wrote that his grandfather, Jesse, was at the farm when the murder occurred and rushed to his son-in-law's side.  He carried his mortally wounded son to Caroline's home and after Isaac died within the hour, took over arrangements for the funeral.  The father of Isaac, Hiram Wilson, constructed the coffin at Jesse's behest.   Frankie Greer helped protect Caroline and her small children during the deprecations of Union sympathizers home invasions as law and order broke down in the mountain communities near the end of the War.

Genealogical Treasures saved by Annie Heaton....

One of the great delights of research family history is the discovery of distant cousins who have saved materials of our ancestors.  One of these persons is Annie Greer Heaton who generously shared her knowledge of family with many of us in June 2012 in Banner Elk, North Carolina.

The previous winter she opened her family papers  and encouraged me to scan them and share with other descendants of the Greer and Brown families who occupied the highlands of western North Carolina in the early 1800s.  Below Annie makes a point in her North Carolina home.

One of her documents is a copy of Mary 'Polly' Mitchel Brown's will, the grandmother of Caroline Greer Wilson, or my generation's 4th great grandmother.  I present the will in several sections.  Polly (1791-1838) who died in Ashe County, North Carolina wrote her will in 1838. Her husband, Francis Franklin Brown (1780-1828), was a third generation American descended from German grandparents.  The couple had married in 1815 in Wilkes County, North Carolina.   Unfortunately, we have no information at this time on Polly's ancestry.

In 1838, Martin Van Buren was in the White House and newly independent Texas was a republic, not yet part of the United States. The American frontier was advancing west leaving behind in the highlands of North Carolina, a largely agricultural society of subsistence farms.  As we read the will, one recognizes that our ancestors grew, harvested and stored their own food.  Transportation was by horse, milk directly from one's cows, meat from one's hogs, vegetables from one's tilled soil and clothing from one's sheep.

Polly left daughter Nancy Brown (1818-1900) one black cow, a calf, saddle, a white cow, six two year old hogs, a portion of the household furniture, four head of sheep, ten bushels of corn, 50 pounds of bacon, 15 pounds of lard and 15 bushels of potatoes.  Nancy would marry twice, first to Alexander Baird and then in 1847 to Joseph Greer .  Today, the Baird House is a B and B and still stands along the Watagua River in Sugar Grove (www.bairdhouse.com) not far from Boone, North Carolina.﻿

To her second daughter, Frances (Franky) Brown (1810-1905), my 3rd great grandmother and mother of Caroline Greer Wilson (1828-1911), Polly designated the following items: a three year old red heifer, a two year old red and white yearling, a second black yearling with a White back, a brown yearling, 13 sheep, a chest, and half of of the house hold furniture, a large pot and the balance of my hogs, 175 pounds of bacon, 100 of lard, 150 bushels of potatoes and the balance of her corn. 

Next post, the remainder of Polly Brown's will and a deeper glance into the economy and reality of early 19th Century America....

Mary 'Polly' Mitchel Brown's Will....from the Genealogical Treasures of Annie Greer Heaton
 
In the last post we read that Polly, age 47, left her worldly goods to daughters Nancy and Franky (Brown Greer).  In this final section of the Will, she bequeathed to her only son, Hugh Brown, a gray mare, a rifle and working tools.  (See below; Mary 'Polly" Brown is my generation's 4th Great Grandmother.)

To Franky's daughter, Emeline (the future Mrs. Nathaniel "Nathan" Rominger who died in Texas in 1859), Polly gave her bed.  Stating she was sick, Polly signed with an X her Will, witnessed by A. T. Callaway and Thomas Green.  Polly's husband, Frances Franklin Brown, had died in 1828.  He may have left his farm property to his wife as a life estate and at her death to his son or children.  We do not know without finding his Will.

This was an agrarian economy; there is no cash or savings to pass to the children; only food and animals for which to use to bring in a new crop.  No work, no food.  No safety net in times of illness, drought or distress except family and friends.  Very different times in America.

In the marginalia above, Annie Greer Heaton, has written notes on her lineage from Mary 'Polly' Brown.  Annie's great grandfather, Isaac Greer, was Caroline Greer Wilson's brother.  Franky Brown, 1810-1905,  (my generation's 3 great grandmother) would marry Jesse Greer, Jr. 1806-1892. 

This couple would have a number of children, one being a son Isaac Greer, Annie's great grandfather.  This Isaac Greer was Caroline Greer Wilson's brother, my generation's great, great grandmother, 1828-1913.  Below, Annie Greer Heaton in 1945.

The above is a family photograph of the Rev. William Albert Wilson family taken in 1896 in Hiroshima, Japan.  William Wilson (1861-1950) was the last born son of Isaac and Caroline Wilson Greer of Sutherland, Ashe County, North Carolina.  Ordained in the Southern Methodist Church, Will and his wife, Mary McClellan Wilson, served decades as Christian missionaries to Japan.  A graduate of Trinity College (Duke), Will wrote the memoirs that became the book Neighbor to Neighbor, the story of the Civil War in Ashe County and his father's murder in 1864.

According to Annie Heaton's marginalia in red, William sent this picture to his first cousin, William Isaac Greer who lived in Banner Elk, North Carolina.  Mary Wilson died in 1949 and William the next year, 1950 in retirement in Durham, North Carolina.

In 1947, William wrote the below comments concerning his family lineage and relatives.  His descendants have written their own comments in the margins. Click on the document twice and it should enlarge.

Cousin Jennifer Leigh Knight Bundy, left, recently has made available some mid-20th Century photographs of the Wilson and Donnelly families of Sutherland, North Carolina.  What follows is her family lineage and snapshots from the Bruce and Torrence Wilson Donnelly scrapbook held by Jennifer's family.  

Jennifer's lineage is as follows. She is the daughter of Meredith Lewis Knight and Jackie Ruth Lewis Farrington. Jackie Ruth Lewis Farrington is the daughter of Master Sgt. Morris Franklin  (a Bataan Death March Survivor) and Virginia Dare Donnelly Lewis. Virginia Dare Donnelly Lewis is the daughter of Bruce and Torrence Wilson Donnelly. Torrence Wilson Donnelly is the daughter of Bob and Ellen Wilson. Bob Wilson is the son of Isaac and Caroline Greer Wilson.

Jennifer, her husband and son, and twenty other cousins toured Sutherland, the Wilson Cemetery and the Donnelly Store in June 2012.  These Wilson photographs augment the numerous family pictures printed in Neighbor to Neighbor (2007) available at the Appalachian State University book store.

Today the original mid-19th Century farm of Isaac and Caroline Greer Wilson is subdivided into several homes and farm steads.  The topographical maps name the road into the cove as the Oscar Wilson Road, leading off State Highway 88 in Ashe County, North Carolina. - GNH

Isaac (12/16/1822-6/17/1864) and Caroline Greer Wilson (12/16/1828-9/8/1911) had seven children, one being Robert 'Bob' Wilson.  Caroline had an 8th child, Sarah Marilla Wilson Osborne, several years after her husband's murder by 'bushwhackers' in June 1864.  In this article, we trace one branch of the family.  

Bob Wilson (1/4/1860-2/7/1949) married a cousin, Sara Ellen Wilson (1866-1952).  One of their children was Torrence Wilson who married a neighbor, Bruce Donnelly.  Bruce's parents were Gustavous and Flora Latham Donnelly who lived in Sutherland.  
Bob and Ellen Wilson lived at Green Valley.  Their house and the one Torrence was raised in is still there.

Shirley Sorrell, right, is an avid family historian and provided material and photographs for the book Neighbor to Neighbor (2007). Published by Appalachian State University, this tome is built around the memoirs of The Rev. William A. Wilson (1861-1951), tells the story of the Wilson-Greer families of Ash County, North Carolina during and immediately after the Civil War.

Both Mrs. Sorrell and this writer share a common lineage as we are descended from Isaac (1822-1864) and Caroline Greer Wilson (1828-1911) whose portraits Mrs. Sorrell holds in this picture.  As recorded in earlier articles Isaac, an officer in the North Carolina Home Guard was brutally murdered in June 1864 while plowing corn at his farm in Sutherland, Ashe County, North Carolina.

Isaac and Caroline Wilson had seven childen.  In previous posts, another descendant of Isaac and Caroline, Jennifer Bundy, provided photographs and commentary of her lineage through one of the sons, Robert Wilson (1860-1949) .  In this post, Shirley begins sharing from her collection of family pictures, beginning with the family of John Wilson, another son of Isaac and Caroline. Shirley is a great grand daughter of John and Rebecca.

John Wilson (1855-1928)  would marry a cousin, Rebecca Wilson Wilson (1862-1952), daughter of Jacob Wilson (1832-1917) and Eliza Jenkins (1830-1905).  They would spend their lives farming in Sutherland on part of the property left to Caroline and the children after Isaac's death.  

One of the first pictures in Shirley's collection is of John and Rebecca with their children in 1895 although there is some ambiguity about which child is whom. Ultimately the couple would have nine children.

In recent articles, we have been posting photographs and information on our Wilson ancestors from the highlands of Western North Carolina.  Shirley Sorrell, Jennifer Bundy and other cousins have been providing biography on the Wilson descendants. As noted in earlier blogs, numerous members of the Wilson, Osborne, Forrester and other families seem to have left Ashe and Watauga Counties for the far western United States in the first half of the 20th Century.

Below, Mr. Ross Cooper, research librarian at the Watauga County public library in downtown Boone, North Carolina, confirmed my thesis that many children of mountain families had to move in order to support themselves.  The bottom land had been taken by the first pioneers in the late 1700s and by the early 1900s, even the steep hill sides had been claimed by generations of offspring.

While most of the following photographs in this series are from Shirley Sorrell, she also has been gathering information and pictures from other cousins including, but not restricted to, Jennifer Bundy, Clinton Getziner, Bennie Wilson and William Ignelzi.  My apologies if I have left out names of contributors.   We are attempting to create an accurate and as complete record as possible of this extended family who have occupied a particular place and time in American social and cultural history.  To this end, I post articles and photographs at this location and at Ancestry.com.  Errors are mine alone. Your corrections and additions always welcome and encouraged. GNH 

In this post, we present more photographs from the family of John (1855-1928) and Rebecca Wilson (1862-1954) who raised ten children to adulthood in their isolated farm cove in Sutherland, North Carolina. John's father, Isaac Wilson, settled the high mountain land prior to the Civil War, and died by bushwhackers while plowing his corn in June 1864.  

After Isaac's death, the land was divided amongst his widow, Caroline Greer Wilson, and the seven children.  John and Rebecca remained on their portion of the land for the rest of their lives.

John and Rebecca would have 14 children, a not terribly unusual number in Ashe County in the 19th and early 20th Centuries, but a family size becoming increasing rare for the United States as a whole.  Urban families and mechanized farm families did not need so many children to help with the family agricultural enterprise.  To this day, the uplands of Ashe County, except for bottom lands, remain generally unsuited for large farming equipment.

Four children Nora (1881-1887), Edgar (1883-1885), Boyd (1885) and Nancy (1912) died in infancy or early childhood.   Ten made it to adulthood and lived long lives. 

 Below front row left to right is John holding Preston (1900-1989), his wife Rebecca, holding Ruth (Hurt, 1903-1999).  Far right is Conley (1882-1957). 

 Back row with her hand on her father is Mayme (Donnelly, Shirley Sorrell's grandmother) (1892-1975), William Don (1890-1975), Bessie (Wilson, 1887-1976), Maggie (Duncan, 1894 -1992), Minnie  (Osborne, 1896-1987) and Callie Frances (Wilson, 1898-1999).  Robert Earl Wilson is not present, being born in 1906, died in 1987.

A few years later in their finest white dresses, the girls gathered around their mother, Rebecca, for a formal photograph. Front row left to right would be Callie, Rebecca, Ruth and Minnie. Back row are Mayme, Margaret (Maggie) and Bessie.

From 1881 until 1912, a period of 31 years from ages 18 to 49, Rebecca Wilson Wilson gave birth to 14 children of whom only 10 lived to adulthood.  Despite the many pregnancies and the labor of the farm, Rebecca lived to be 92 years old!  

 

If a child of John and Rebecca's made it to adulthood, they lived a long life.  The four sons averaged 82.5 years at death.  The daughters averaged a staggering 93 years at passing!

Every third Sunday in July the Sutherland, North Carolina United Methodist Church holds a homecoming with preaching and lunch on the grounds.  Generally this draws a number of descendants of the pioneers who settled the picturesque North Fork of the New River Valley in the late 1700s and early 1800s.  Below the church service on 21 July 2013 with guest preacher, Bennie Wilson, left, a third cousin of this writer.

The Sutherland United Methodist Church was founded in the middle 1850s as a result of revival camp meetings held along the North Fork.  Isaac and Caroline Greer Wilsons evidently were charter members of this congregation.  One of their sons, William Albert Wilson, became a Methodist minister, once a pastor of the church, before spending 40 years as a Christian missionary to Japan.  

This writer's great grandfather, George Washington Osborne, was ordained a lay minister at the church in the 1870s and preached in the church and to other Methodist congregations in the North Carolina highlands between the 1870s and 1896, before moving to Tennessee. Below the Sutherland United Methodist Church today, the latest physical incarnation, resting on a hill above the North Fork of the New River.

This past July, my son, Christopher S. Holliman and grand daughter, Camille, and I took a few days to drive to Watauga and Ashe Counties from our Virginia and Pennsylvania homes.  For my offspring it was a first time look at the mountain landscapes, cemeteries and traditional cultures of where our ancestors rest.  Below is the magnificent view from the front door of the former home of Earl and Mayme Wilson, grandparents of the current owner, Shirley Sorrell.  The peaks surrounding Sutherland and Creston, NC near Trade, Tennessee soar as high as 5,500 plus feet, some the tallest mountains in the eastern United States!

Peggy Sue's mother is Mary Wilson Barlow, b. 1923, who is a daughter of Oscar (1889-1985) and Olive Kilby Wilson (1904-1976).  Oscar, for whom the road to the original Isaac (1822-1864) and Caroline Greer Wilson (1828-1911) farm is named, is a son of Robert Boyd (1860-1949) and Ellen Wilson Wilson (1866-1952).  Robert (Bob) is one of the son's of Isaac and Caroline.  Peggy Sue now makes her home in Pennsylvania.

From the Diary of Frances Wilson Osborne, who lived in 1928 in Bristol, Tennessee, we have this entry.  'Frankie' is this writer's great grandmother. 
“May 6 1928…Went to Damascus, stayd a Week…Went to NC to Mrs. J W Wilsons at Sutherland the 12th.  I wast church for mother day the 13…nice day…ate diner with Oscar Wilson.”

Frankie noted in her Diary that the bus from Bristol to Damascus cost $1.25 and from Damascus, Virginia to Trade, Tennessee 75 cents.  From Trade to Sutherland, North Carolina, another 50 cents. One wonders when bus service began and what company provided the transportation?  When Frankie and her family migrated from Cove Creek, NC in 1897 to Tennessee, they traveled by horse and wagon, there being no train service.  Several decades later, Frankie was able to return regularly by motorized vehicle to these less isolated mountain valleys along the North Fork of the New River.  

Jackie Farrington, a grand daughter of Torrence Wilson, remembers traveling alone by bus from Virginia as a child in the early 1950s, changing buses in Jefferson for Sutherland!  Unfortunately, no  commercial bus service is available today for the area.

Below is a picture of Oscar's mother, Ellen and his Aunt Rebecca Wilson Wilson taken at a different time.  Rebecca was married to Bob's brother, John Wilson.  Judging from Frankie's Diary, Becky Wilson was a good friend of hers.

Dale lived the first twelve years of his life in Sutherland, Ashe County, later attending Appalachian State College.  Recently, he reflected on that time and his North Fork upbringing with the following short fascinating memoir which captures the culture of that time.  

For those familiar with the story of the 1864 bushwhacking of Isaac Wilson (this writer's great, great grandfather), Dale's memories suggest animosities and feuds continued for generations.

"Life in rural Sutherland, North Carolina in the early 50’s was the essence of bucolic America.  We were mostly ignored by county, state and federal government, thank God!  So long as taxes were paid we were free to subsist as best we could, hunt for small game, plant tobacco and continue to marry our cousins when it seemed a good fit. After all, being landlocked both culturally and geographically had its advantages, but I digress.

At the age of  7 I began my formal education at Mabel Elementary School in Zionville, NC.  What is striking to me is that I traveled by bus thru three counties and two states to arrive at Mrs. Mast’s first grade class.  There we learned organization, respect for our teachers and how to read the King’s English thru snippets of the daily lives of Dick and Jane with a healthy dose of Spot.  

Each day commenced with a school bus ride under the tutelage of one Willy Laing, who was charged with bringing us safely from our homes to school and back again.   Willy began the pick-ups in the heart of Potter Town (Meat Camp) where decent men did not tread nor tarry due to the general lawlessness of the area.  Here people simply settled their grievances with a gun, with no remorse for the outcome and little sympathy for the loser.  

 So well I remember sitting on the bus between two children, one whose father had slain the other child’s father  in a contest over some squabble probably to do with a rhetorical insult or less.   Mountain men did not insult each other...did not wrong each other in a cavalier way without suffering certain consequences.  

The Potters, the Ellison’s, the Snyder’s, the Shelton’s...names of children I remember well and especially the eyes they cast when their kin were killed by the relatives of the student they shared a bus seat with.  Today we would find this “insensitive” at best.. in those days it was simply reality." - Dale Wilson

The Stansberys and McCrays of Tennessee

For the past year or so, I have been writing about my mother's maternal ancestors - the Wilsons, Greers, Osbornes, Wilcoxsons, Browns, Boones and others who lived in the highlands of Western North Carolina.  While I will continue to highlight the lives of these relatives, I wanted to share more information on the other side of the mountain - that is my mother's paternal ancestors in upper East Tennessee - the Stansberys, McCrays, Broyles, Taylors, Bayless and others.

As with my North Carolina and Southwest Virginia ancestors, so too did my Tennessee 5th, 4th, and 3rd great grandparents arrive during the contact period with the Cherokee nation. Unlike my North Carolina ancestors, the frontier Tennessee families also had to contend, not only with the Cherokee tribes but also with the mighty Creek nation that also took violent exception to the Americans encroaching on their ancestral lands.  

I pick up the East Tennessee story with another tragic family tale. GNH


My mother, Geraldine Stansbery Holliman Feick, told me as a child of the frightful story of her paternal grandmother, Anna McCray Stansbery (1864-1936), who warmed herself one cold January morning by her open fireplace in Afton, Tennessee.  Her dressing gown caught fire, and before her husband, William Luther Stansbery (1864-1943), could snuff out the flames, Anna ran into the yard and died of burns.

My mother, a grand daughter of Frances Wilson Osborne (1851-1940), does not remember much else about these grandparents and their Afton, Tennessee home except for an attic filled with books.  It was 'scary' in the dark attic to a child, and unfortunately Annie's personality was not especially comforting.  Perhaps from her seven children, she had had more grandchildren than she could remember or wanted to remember! They had married January 1, 1884 in Washington County, Tennessee (source, Tennessee archives).

Left is a 1920s photo of Charles who in 1914 married my grandmother, Mayme Osborne (1896-1943), a daughter of G.W. and Frances Wilson Osborne. Raised on a farm near Greeneville, Tennessee, he moved his growing family in 1919 to Bristol, Tennessee.  There he entered the new 'high tech' business of his day - the supervisor of the Ford Motor Company maintenance department in that twin city! He and Mayme had three children - Louise Francis Stansbery Sherwood (1915-2006), Charles S. Stansbery (1918-2006) and my mother, Geraldine, b 1923.
 
Stricken with paralysis in 1930 due to tainted 'Jamaican Ginger', his marriage disintegrated and he returned to Afton, Tennessee to farm and local employment.  He later married Lucy Lee Barkley (1912-1978) and had two children who lived to maturity - Nancy Stansbery Higgenbothem and Jean Stansbery (1944-1999).

Jackie, who lives in southwest Virginia, is the daughter of Virginia Donnelly, who was the daughter of Bruce and Torrence Wilson Donnelly, a daughter of Bob and Ellen Wilson Wilson.  Bob was a son of Isaac and Caroline Wilson.  Jackie's daughter is Jennifer Bundy, a serious Wilson/Greer/Donnelly family historian, who attended with her husband and son the 2012 Wilson-Greer site and seminar celebration.

Torrence  (12/18/1899 - 8/10/1986)  and Bruce Charles Donnelly (11/26/1893 - 11/1/1989) farmed at Creston, a few miles from Sutherland.  Bruce also ran a small country store. Later one of their son's, Joe Donnelly, ran the store until his death a few years ago.  Joe's son, Larry Donnelly with his mother, runs the store and garage, which is located at the entrance to Oscar Wilson Road, the site of the original Isaac and Caroline Greer Wilson farm.

The marriage was ill-fated due to Morris's horrendous World War II service.  He fought in the Battle of Bataan and survived the infamous Death March and years of Japanese captivity.  For the rest of his life, he suffered from what today would be called post traumatic stress syndrome, and now lies in Arlington Cemetery, a hero who suffered mightily for his country.

 

Virginia married again.  First to Burl Ray Winebarger (7/3/1915 - 7/5/1969, then James Louis Johnson (1/1/1929 - 1/26/1975) and twice married Willard Glenn Lewis (10/2/1916 -10/10/2004).

In May 1928, Frances Wilson Osborne (1851-1940), the great grandmother of this writer, wrote in her diary of an extended trip from her home in Bristol, Tennessee to visit her siblings and in-laws in Ashe County, North Carolina, ancestors of Jackie Farrington and other cousins who attended the 2013 reunion.

A reading of this diary reveals a rich kinship and friendship among the children and grandchildren of Isaac and Caroline Greer Wilson.  The spelling and grammar is that of Frankie's, reflecting the modest education she received prior to and during the Civil War.  Comments are by Clinton Getzinger (CWG), whose knowledge of the Wilson-Forrester families is encyclopedic!  

May 19 – “may the 19 saturday…Went to Bob Wilsons at sutherland.”  These are Jackie Farrington's great grandparents.

May 25 – “Friday 25…Went to Walter Osborne, spent 2 night…Sunday 27, came  back to Bobs Wednsday 30…come to Earl Donnelly Sunday 3…left Earl Donnely ...come to church the…went up to Becky Wilson.” Walter Raleigh Osborne 1867-1933 was Frankie's nephew. His father was Clemons Osborne 1835-1902, a brother of George Washington Osborne.   Earl Donnelly is a son-in-law of Uncle John and Aunt Rebecca Wilson. He married their daughter Mamie Edna Wilson. CWG 

June 10 – “went to Preaching and Sunday school.   Come back to Bruce Donnelly for diner.” Bruce Donnelly married Bob Wilson's daughter Lillian Torrence Wilson.  These are Jackie Farrington's grandparents.  CWG 

June 15 – “Friday 15…Went to Conly, spent the night.  Bought 1 galon of strawberry, paid 50cts.  Got half dosen pint cans, paid 45 cts…got 4 lbs sugar, paid 36 cts…cost of all $1.31.”  Frankie was making strawberry jam.

June 16 – “Saturday…Went to Bobs, spent the night, came Back to Beckys Sunday.  Spent the night Sunday 17.”

Frankie Wilson Osborne, who was present at her father's Isaac's Civil War murder, died in 1940 in Bristol, Tennessee from complications of a broken hip.  Her mother, Caroline Greer Wilson, died in 1911, from the same condition - complications from a broken hip.

My mother's (Geraldine Stansbery Holliman Feick) father, Charles S. Stansbery, was born on a farm in Washington County, Tennessee near Limestone, the son of William Luther and Anna McCray Stansbery.  In this posting, we explore the McCray family and other maternal lines,  some of the first Anglo-American families to move in the 1770s and  1780s into what became East Tennessee.

The 1880 census states that Anna McCray (1866-1936), my generation's great grandmother, lived in the 3rd district of the county, which includes Limestone, a sleepy village near the Nolichucky River.  It's most famous son, born 1786, was one David Crockett who went on to serve in Congress and died at the Alamo in 1836.  

 

Recently in visiting web sites under McCray Family history, I have been able to move our McCray family back to its Scottish origins.  Here is what is known.

Anna McCray was the eldest daughter of John McCray (1838-1909) whose middle name is probably Daniel (named after his great grandfather) and Mary Elizabeth Beard McCray (1845-1876).  More on the Beard and other lines including the Bayless families in future posts.

John McCray's father was William McCray (1797/98-1836), the oldest of thirteen children.  William McCray's wife, Hannah Lenizy Taylor, was born 1800 and died 1858. Her father was one Henry Taylor, whose family story we will examine later. 

John Daniel McCray was the fourth child and borne during the year of his father's death, if indeed 1836 is accurate on the McCray Family web site.  The 1880 census has John McCray born in 1839.  His grave stone reports 1836.  He and his wife had seven children.

So who was William McCray's father?  The McCray web site states the parents are Captain Henry McCray (1775 ca - 7 February 1847) and Mary Moore McCray who died in Washington County, Tennessee in 1825.  

Henry, who died in Summerville, Chattooga County, Georgia, first saw the light of day in Loudon County, Virginia and moved south with his parents to occupy East Tennessee in the early 1780s.  During the War of 1812, he served as an officer with the 1st Regiment, East Tennessee Militia.  His role in the Redstick Creek Indian War at the Battle of Horse Bend, Alabama will be written about later in this blog. 

Henry's father was Daniel McCray, born in Ross-Cromarty, Scotland in 1845 and died in Jonesborough, Tennessee 25 June 1819.  He is buried at the Cherokee (Baptist) Community Cemetery in Jonesborough.  Below, the Daniel McCray headstone photo  found on the Internet.

The McCrays, Taylors, Baylesses and others - were pioneers of the Watauga settlements of the State of Franklin and later East Tennessee.  They lived through the dangerous and bloody 'contact period' when European settlers intruded upon and acquired Cherokee and Creek traditional homelands.  

From the 1770s and into the middle 1790s, reprisal Indian raids of plunder and murder were common in the Watauga region and later Middle Tennessee. Militias turned out regularly to pursue Native Americans.   The Revolutionary War was part of this multi-decade conflict which involved my additional maternal ancestors who lived on the North Carolina side of the mountains - families such as the Wilsons, Greers and Osbornes.

Law and order were in short supply leading in the 1780s to the formation of the State of Franklin, a frontier example of an attempt to establish constitutional law while separated by rugged mountains from the home state of North Carolina.  There are several valuable books on this period of history to recommend, two for example being 'The Wataugans" by Max Dixon and "The Southwest Territory 1790-1796"  authored by Walter D. Durman.

October 29, 2013 I visited my sister, Rebecca Louise Holliman Payne in Tennessee who was in the process of sorting her family pictures.  One box she had stored in her attic years ago was an inheritance of memorabilia from our late Aunt Louise Stansbery Sherwood (1915-2006).  Louise was the daughter of Mayme T. Osborne (1896-1953) and Charles S. Stansbery (1893-1957). Below Mayme and Louise in 1943 in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania where the family had moved during World War II.
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Louise's maternal grandparents were G.W. Osborne (1844-1927) and Frances Wilson Osborne (1851-1940), both originally from Ashe County, North Carolina.  They had met in 1865 when G.W. and a cousin, Richard Franklin Osborne, took refuge in the home of Caroline Greer Wilson (1828-1911), the recent widow of Isaac Wilson (1822-1864) ambushed on his farm during the Civil War.

In the attic box were photos from the Stansberys and three intriguing ones of Louise's great uncle and a brother of Frances Wilson Osborne, The Rev. William A. Wilson (1861-1950).  The pictures are in excellent condition and may have been professionally made.  They were taken in Japan where Will served as a Southern Methodist missionary from 1890 to 1930.

I emailed these photos to Michael Ignelzi, a direct descendant of William Wilson, but he had not seem them in the family.  So I am sharing them now with the larger family, asking if others have copies of these picture or know when they were taken of our fascinating  ancestor who moved in his life from the lush, but isolated mountains of western North Carolina, to a Japan awakening from centuries of  self-imposed isolation from the West.  

 

Educated at the University of North Carolina, Class of 1889 at Chapel Hill, Will was ordained a Southern Methodist Church pastor at his own Sutherland Methodist Church in Ashe County.  (My own great grandfather, G. W. Washington, was ordained a lay pastor in the same denomination in the 1870s in the same church.)  It is from Will's memoirs that we know so much of Isaac and Caroline Greer Wilson and the travail of the Civil War in the family.

The above picture is labeled in English as having been processed by K. Mimura in Okayama, Japan.  These pictures may have been taken as publicity for the Southern Methodist Church and its missionary work in Asia.  My belief is my great grandmother, Frankie Wilson Osborne, obtained them from her brother to share with her Anderson Street Methodist Church missionary society in Bristol, Tennessee in the 1920s.

 

When World War II began, Okayama housed a Japanese Army camp. On June 29, 1945, the city was attacked with fire bombs. Almost all the city was burned, and more than 1700 people were killed. Okayama suffered terrible damage in the war, losing more than 12,000 households.  In near by Hiroshima, another site of Will's work, the U.S. Army Air Corp also dropped the first atomic bomb on August 6, 1945 killing over 80,000 immediately.   Below the ruins of Okayama and Will's work after the incendiary raid. Last post, I placed pictures of The Rev. William A. Wilson, my grandmother's (Mayme Osborne Stansbery) uncle.  These were found in my sister's attic (Becky Holliman Payne) in Tennessee.  Below is one of the pictures posted of Will Wilson evidently outside of his Methodist school in Japan.
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Cousin Shirley Sorrell,  descended through John Wilson, a brother of Will Wilson, had in her collection of family photographs a picture (see below) evidently made at the same time and place in Japan as the pictures held by my branch of the family!  Somewhat damaged, the clothing, flowers, building and setting are identical.  This was probably made in the 1920s, the last decade of Uncle Will's forty years of service in the mission field.
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 In the same group of 'attic' pictures saved through the generations by my family branch are pictures of Isaac and Caroline Greer Wilson, my generation's great great grandparents.  These two copies are 'rough' and seem to have had some hand drawn 'touch up'.  On the back of each, in my grandmother's handwriting is the following identification:

 "Caroline Greer Wilson, born Dec. 10, 1828, died Sept. 8, 1911.  Fell and broke hip June 8, 1907".  Many of my distant cousins have the same pictures, although in better condition.

 The 'touch up' is much more visible in the picture of Isaac Wilson.  Note his collar and front are basically a drawing. Written on the back of his photograph are the words: "Isaac Wilson, born Dec. 16, 1822.  Died June 17, 1864. Killed in Civil War."

The attic box revealed two photographs of my grandmother that I had not seen before.  The one below must have been taken ca 1897 when Mayme Osborne was only one year old.  It was about that time that G.W. and Frances Wilson Osborne (daughter of the above Isaac and Caroline Wilson) left Cove Creek in Watauga County, North Carolina and moved to Blountville, Tennessee in Sullivan County.  The county was wracked by a Depression during that time, and George Washington Osborne gave up farming and meager farm prices to run a general store.  ﻿

An advertisement * on the front page of this week’s Watauga Democrat boldly urges, “come up into
the Northern Pacific Country — This northern tier of states offers a healthful and invigorating climate;
the best crop records in all respects, the best opportunities in the west. Another season of low fares is
in hand. Low One Way Colonial Tickets on sale, daily. March 15 to April 15 to many points in
Western Montana, Idaho, Washington, and Oregon. If you are interested in this Land of Fortune
address any Northern Pacific representative — state what locality you are Interested in — and literature
will be promptly sent.” The contact person listed in the advertisement was “S.M. McEwan T.L.A.. St
Lawrence Motel, Bristol, Tenn.
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‘This book was found in a box of letters, marked “Old Greer Letters” in Mrs. Isaac Greer's attic in
Banner Elk, North Carolina in 1990.

Civil War Book by Lieutenant Isaac Wilson.

“This is believed to be Isaac Wilson's notebook. He was a 2™ Licutenant in the 98 North Carolina Militia
with a date of rank Feb. 19, 1862. Then appointed Quartermaster on June 20, 1862. Then 1* Sgt of
Company A 11® Battalion of North Carolina Home Guard. He was bor in 1822 and was married to
Caroline Greer Wilson, daughter of Frankie and Jesse Greer, Jr. His home was located near the Tenncssce
line in the southwest comer of Ashe County, North Carolina, one mile from Watauga County.

(See enclosed letter by Lyle Bishop explaining that this is the only known Roll Book of Company A, 11* of
NC Home Guard in existence.)

The book is six inches by three and a halfinches and is handmade. The paper has lines and is sown between
a picce of leather, used for backing. There are approximately twenty pages, with writing on both sides of
most pages. The pages are not uniform in size and the book has been written starting from both the front
and the back, with some of the writing appearing upside down on certain pages. There appears to be three
different handwritings and a few of the entries were made after Isaac Wilson was killed by “Bushwhackers”.
(He was home for a few days and was shot in the back while plowing his field on June 17, 1864.)

“The book was Isaac Wilson's personal notebook recording money paid and money owed. There are also
‘accounts of how many bushels of thrashed wheat went to different people. He refers to paying people for
cotton and “breaking flax". He also recorded paying for pasturing horses. On page 30 he has collected
money to buy bonds in Morganton, NC and has signed the list s “Balance is my own” and signed his name.
“The handwriting here is the same as the lists of men’s names on the Roll Call dated March 17, 1864.

Isaac Wilson's brother-in-law, Wilbum Greer moved to Banner Elk, North Carolina in 1886. His sister,
Polly Greer Jones, and her husband, William Jones, had previously moved into the home of Jesse and
Frankie Greer, Isaac Wilson's In-Laws.) They were given the family property in exchange for looking after
Polly's parents. When Polly died in Feb. 1889, William Jones kicked Frankie and Jesse Greer out of their
home. They ended up in an older home in Banner EIK, next to their son, Wilbum Greer. They brought their
household goods with them. These included the wil of Frankie Greer's Mother, the Civil War Book, and
framed pictures of Isaac and Caroline Wilson.

William Albert Wilson, one of Caroline and Isaac’s sons, wrote a book about what happened during and
after the Civil War. “The Early Life of Wm. Albert Wilson” recalls tales of the “Bushwhackers™ and the
death of 1saac Wilson. The Bushwhackers came from just across the line in Tennessee and most of them
‘were known by name as they were actually neighbors. (The Civil War was just an excuse they used o seal,
‘while most of the men were away fighting in the war.) They were constantly raiding the area where Isaac
Wilson's farm was located. It got so bad that Caroline Wilson buried copper and pewter pots, pans, and
dishes to keep them from being stolen. She buried everything she felt wouldn't be damaged by the dirt. She
‘marked the areas where her belongings were hidden by planting trees, 5o she was able to retreve them afier
the war. Another time, new clothes made for her cight children were hurriedly thrown up on the roof 10 keep
them from being stolen during a night raid. She also 10ld of the time she was sewing a new dress and
hurriedly threw it under her skirt in order to save it from the thieves. She had o pretend that she was 100
frightened to stand up. She sent some household things to her father, Jesse Greer's house for safekeeping
because the raids weren't as severe there. Her Mother, Frankie Greer, chased after them when they stole
butter and honey. Stealing the honey was the final straw for her 5o she decided they weren’t going o get to
enjoy eating it She followed them and when they stopped t0 rest and cat the honey, she threw a rock as hard
as she could and broke the jar. The angry Bushwhacker, named Henry Parsons, charged her with his
bayonet and permancatly injured one of her fingers when he severed an artery. She later referred to her
damaged finger as her Henry Parson Finger.

The Retirement of Dave Wright

Over many articles I have been posting information on Damascus, Virginia and the life of my Great Uncle and Aunt, Dave and Pearl Osborne Wright.  The couple lived in the small mountain town until time ran out for Dave in 1962 and Pearl in 1980.  Childless, they generously raised two nieces and a nephew who came to live with them in 1923 when Pearl's sister-in-law died.  For two generations, Dave kept the lights on literally in town first as the manager of the Damascus Light and Power Company and later Appalachian Power.

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A Damascus (Virginia) Story, Part I
by Pearl Osborne Wright

In 1970, my Great Aunt Pearl Osborne Wright wrote of her first memories of Damascus, Virginia.  She was 80 years old at the time.  The mountain communities of that part of Appalachia moved literally from a frontier environment to modern America in her lifetime.  Her remembrances, now available at New River Notes on the web, capture the passing of the 19th Century.- Glenn N. Holliman


"The year was 1897.  I was seven years old when my parents, George and Frances Wilson Osborne, left Boone, North Carolina to make their home on a farm near Blountville, Tennessee.  Our furniture was packed in wagons.  Father, Mother, Aunt Alta Osborne and her baby son Lawrence, and I rode in a beautiful black surrey, one of those that inspired the song, 'Surrey with the fringe on Top'." (Pearl omits the presence of her own baby sister, Mayme Torrence Osborne Stansbery.)

Below, not a surrey but an unknown young lady of Damascus, Virginia tries to pull a wagon and two other females.  The lady in the black hat, I believe, is Pearl Osborne Wright. This picture may have been around 1910.  Notice the light pole which carried electricity. Pearl's husband, David, was in charge of the local electric generator for the community.

"The trip was a lark for my five older brothers as they walked, ran along beside or sometimes rode the furniture-bearing wagons.  I helped care for Baby Lawrence.  He wore long white dresses and petticoats, all tucked and lace-trimmed.  It kept us all busy keeping him happy on such a long trip.  We travelled along with other wagons until we reached Damascus.  Here our trail turned westward.  My father was very impressed with the Damascus community, and I think he secretly planned to return there to live.

One of the highlights of our journey happened just north of Damascus. The Beaver Creek had to be forded at what was later known as Vail's Mill.  The furniture laden wagons had gone ahead and were across the creek.  Our horses had entered the water, slowly pulling the surrey.  As we reached the half-way mark in the river, one of the wheels hit a large rock, and we could not move.  After much splashing, wading, pulling and pushing, we reached the bank.  The wheel was repaired and we were on our way again.  The rest of the journey was uneventful.

After we had settled on the farm and had things going smoothly, my father bought and successfully operated a large mercantile store in Blountville."

We continue the memories of my Great Aunt Pearl Osborne Wright concerning her youth and marriage to David Wright in 1911. - Glenn N. Holliman

"The depression (the country experienced a severe economic turn down in 1907) and news of the rapidly developing town of Damascus reached us.  In 1908, my family left Blountville, Tennessee and came to Damascus.  My father, G. W. Osborne, bought and operated a mercantile store near the center of town.  He also bought a big white house near the store and mother, Frances Wilson Osborne, rented rooms to some of the many people moving into town.  (The lumber business was booming in the early 1900s.) Damascus had really grown since our first trip in 1897."

"There were several stores, a bank, two churches and numerous lovely houses between the two rivers.  Before there had been only three houses and a store.  By 1910, the first train came to Damascus.  The main street was a wide smoothly scraped road with board side walks on each side.  The Damascus Light and Power Company supplied the town with electricity.  R. Dave Wright, who would later be my husband, was an employee of this company."

A Damascus (Virginia) Story, Part III

This is the third and last installment of memories by my Great Aunt Pearl Osborne Wright (1890-1980) of her life in Damascus, Virginia.  In 1911, she married Dave Wright and joined him in Damascus, leaving her parents, G.W. and Frances Wilson Osborne, in Afton, Tennessee. - Glenn N. Holliman


"Our first home was a small upstairs apartment in the telephone office building. Dave continued to work for the Damascus Light and Power Company.  Later we bought and moved into the house owned by Ollie Weaver.

The Damascus Light and Power Company was bought by the Appalachian Power Company, and Dave became manager of the Damascus branch.  We bought and moved into the house presently owned by Harold 'Joe' Lamb.

Dave was always interested in anything involving electricity.  He operated the moving picture machines for years.  When radio came into being, he built a miniature house containing a speaker and hung it on a wire over the street in front of our house.  Music could be heard on the street in the lower end of town."

"At the death of my sister-in-law her three children came to live with Dave and me.  The two girls, Doris (Mrs. E. F. Akers) and Gladys (Mrs. Howard Adama), lived with us until they married and moved into their own homes.  Their brother, Bascom, entered the navy, when he became of age.

Due to illness, Dave retired from the power company in late 1951.  We built more rooms to his radio.l  Hazel and Wayne McConnell lived there until they built their own home below Damascus in 1965.  When Dave passed away (1962), I sold the big house and moved into the small one.  It is my home today."

Our first full day of our Greer-Wilson ancestral tour began in Todd, Ashe County, North Carolina, now a ghost town as the Virginia Creeper railroad has long ceased to carry forest products from the mountains.  Todd is located on Highway 194, north of Boone and south of West Jefferson.

Left to right are Gayle Adema, wife of Bob Adema, a descendant of Frances Wilson Osborne. On the far right is Gerry Stansbery Holliman Feick, likewise descended from Frances Osborne.  In the middle is Shirley Sorrell who records her descent from John and Rebecca Wilson.  John was a brother of Frances Wilson Osborne.

Below, notice the Baptist Church sign and the name South Fork. Todd is on the South Fork of the New River, one of the oldest rivers in the world.  There are dozens of small Baptist Churches in the mountains of western North Carolina.  The Second Great Awakening swept through the Appalachians in the early 1800s. 

Conservative and emotional Protestantism remains a major cultural force in the mountains as it appears to have been in the lives of our highland ancestors.  These churches helped tame the rough and ready energies of the frontier settlers and the generation that followed.  Schools and benevolent institutions followed in the backwash of the Great Awakening, and the moral tone of society considerably improved.

Jesse and Mary Morris Greer, Sr...their lives and resting places....

Just south of the Todd, North Carolina crossroads on Highway 194, up on a rise and invisible from the road, is a pioneer cemetery.  The grass road is hard to spot, and some of us on our June 2012 family tour, discovered difficult to climb!  Below Alice Holliman Murphy leads the way for some relatives who decided to walk rather than ride.

Jesse Greer, Sr. (1778-1869) was a son of Benjamin Greer, a Revolutionary War hero, and Nancy Wilcoxson, a niece of Daniel Boone.  Feisty like his fore bearers, Jesse left home in a huff at age 16, and at age 21 eloped in 1800 with a 13 year old girl named Mary 'Polly' Morris (1787-1880).


Today, this great grandfather would have been incarcerated for corrupting the morals of a minor, statutory rape or worse.  However, Jesse crossed on stilts (of all things) a fork of the New River, to 'childnap' his bride.  With Mary on his back along with a rifle and, one suspects, with an outraged father right behind them, Jesse re-forded the shallow river still on his stilts escaping with his precious load.  The couple quickly found a relative with some legal standing to marry them, and they settled down in the Todd area and eventually had 17, yes, 17 children!

"A Small Travail"

In the early 1800s, the second religious Great Awakening swept across the American frontier and newly founded communities, left behind as the western movement continued to push rapidly across the new United States.  Institutional churches such as the Anglican denomination (now called Episcopalian), the dominant if not the founding church of the original southern colonies, failed to move aggressively to plant churches and provide clergy to minister to the small, isolated villages popping up in the mountain coves and rural landscapes of the newly minted nation.

Into this void came the Baptist and Methodist denominations, both with little ritual in worship and whose clergy were often under-educated.  But the pastors, ordained or otherwise, could preach, and preach they did emotionally of a doctrine of sin, damnation and personal salvation.  Camp meetings and open air revivals, attracted families for miles around.  Many came, were converted and their lives strengthened spiritually.  One such person who left his testimony, was Jesse Greer, Sr. (1778-1869).

Below, the Todd, North Carolina Cemetery where Jesse and Mary Morris Greer lie buried, overlooks a beautiful valley surrounded by high mountains covered again with forests.

He experienced a spiritual conversion experience in 1815, and as he wrote in his notebook, ‘the Gall of Bitterness’ fell away.  Whatever were the sins of this emotional, evidently impulsive ancestor?  Womanizing, drinking, horse stealing, fighting, gambling or swearing – all of the above?  He admits to some of these ‘sins’ in his confession of repentance copied below. Cousin Annie Heaton of Elk Park, North Carolina has his notebook and words written in pencil, which evidently were copied by his son Jesse Greer, Jr.  Here they are below with original spelling.  The cadence of his words capture the feeling and the emotion of his Great Awakening.


A Smawl travil of Jesse Grear, Sr.



“He was born the son of Benjamine and Nancy Grear in Wilkes County North Carolina on the 14th November 1778. then traveled on to the year of maturity under a tender father and mother and at 16 years old I left my Parents much Against their will. then serving the Devil was all my delight. till the year 1800, then married Polly Morris which was born a daughter of Henry and Franky Morris on the 17th september 1787. then went on in the Gall of Bitteness as tho there was no soul to save or to be lost. til the year 1810, at the Baptism of Brother Benjamin, I Began to think that my soul must dwell with the rich man. then I betook my self to trying to pray for about ten months. 

But the Devil pursuaded me it was so hard that I could pray no longer. But betook myself to cursing and swearing and drinking and all kinds of sin til the year 1814. very Gardless we went to meeting to the Oldfeel [Old Field] meeting house but there was no ministry Came to preach. but as they thought proper that they should sing and pray one of them began and as I set I saw a small child about twelve or thirteen years old crying as if He would Breake her heart. and it seamed to strike me like a Clap of Thunder, to think that God was at work with such small Children and I still in the gall of bitterness then I went hence trying to pray. but it oppressed? to me that God would not hear my weak pertishion. 

I soon began to think that I had passed the day of grace and soon betook my self to my friends and to the people of god to see if they could give any Conslation. but I had to go moving through the wilderness until 1815. I had been from home and on my return home some hour in the night I thought if I was lost I would die a praying. and as I was trying to pray I thought that my Blessed Jesus meet with me and Bid me not fear. then I went home Rejoycing and praising God that I had Been lost But now was found. and in the time to follow his Companion Got a hope that she had made peace with god and we was Received in to the Baptist Church and was Baptised on the 4th Sunday in June 1815.” 


     As we read his words today – he must have been a tormented soul – we hope he was happier.  Whatever could his terrible sins had been?  Maybe he neglected his children; he sure did not neglect his wife, the mother of his 17 children!

In the northwest corner of Ashe County, North Carolina, not far from the Tennessee line, 4 or 5 miles east of Trade, Tennessee is the former Isaac Wilson farm.  Today the land has been subdivided and other families reside in a picturesque cove snugly tucked in some of the highest mountains in the Eastern United States.

Descendants Bryan Payne (D.C.), Shirley Sorrell (North Carolina) and Bob Adema (Canada) stand on the cemetery grounds and gaze further into the Wilson Cove in the direction of the 19th Century Wilson home, now long gone and replaced by more recent structures.

Here on June 17, 1864, my great great grandfather Isaac Wilson was cruelly shot and killed in ambush while tilling his corn field.  Home of leave from service in the local Confederate Home Guard, local neighbors, Union sympathizers, fired from a tree line, striking him several times in the back.

With him pulling weeds and helping in the cultivation were several of his daughters,  Emaline, Jane, and a 13 year old, Frances Wilson Osborne, my great grandmother (1851-1940).  

In June 2012, numerous descendants of Isaac and Caroline Greer Wilson visited the cemetery in Oscar Wilson Cove where both lie buried along now with several dozen other of our ancestors.  Among the families now resting in the Wilson Cemetery are, among others, the Donnellys and the Osbornes.

In 1875, the heirs of Isaac divided the large farm into various subdivisions.  Later, some children such as my great grandmother, Frances Caroline Wilson Osborne, sold their pieces and began to drift away.  Frankie and her husband, G.W. The afternoon was growing late, and only a few of us could make the trip to Henson Chapel, a United Methodist Church and cemetery in Cove Creek, perhaps a dozen or so miles south of Sutherland, North Carolina.  It was late June 2012, and the sun stayed high until evening.  Our goal was the church where G.W. Osborne and Frances Wilson Greer had worshipped when they lived in the Cove from the late 1870s to 1896.  Cove Creek is still largely agricultural although many of the farms have been subdivided into 'mini-estates'.

In this article, I continue a review of the Wilson-Greer Family History tour of June 2012 attended by 25 descendants of my maternal 18th and 19th Century  pioneer ancestors in the mountains and coves of western North Carolina.

One of the graves in the Henson Chapel United Methodist Church Cemetery in Cove Creek, North Carolina is that of Polly Jane Wilson Proffitt (1852-1937), a daughter of Isaac and Caroline Greer Wilson of Sutherland, North Carolina.  Polly Jane was in the corn field with this writer's great grandmother, Frances Wilson Osborne, when their father, Lt. Isaac Wilson of the Confederate North Carolina Home Guard, was 'bushwhacked' and killed by Union sympathizing neighbors in June 1864.  Her grave is below.

Osborne's brother-in-law.

The Wilson-Greer Tour goes to Banner Elk....

The last day of our Wilson-Greer tour in June 2012 took us to Banner Elk, North Carolina.  There cousin Annie Heaton and her husband, Jim, joined us.  Jim is descended from a pioneer family that gave it's name to Heaton, North Carolina, a near-by town.  Banner Elk now is in ski country with numerous gated second-home communities located in the western highlands.

On the grounds of Lees-McRae College is a Presbyterian church and grave yard.  In the cemetery are the graves of Jesse (1806-1892) and Frances Brown Greer, Jr. (1810-1905).  When Isaac Wilson (1822-1864) was bushwhacked in June 1864 during the Civil War, Jesse and Frankie raced to Caroline Greer Wilson's side and stayed with her during the trauma of the event and through succeeding months.

Caroline's son, The Rev. William A. Wilson, wrote that his grandfather, Jesse, was at the farm when the murder occurred and rushed to his son-in-law's side.  He carried his mortally wounded son to Caroline's home and after Isaac died within the hour, took over arrangements for the funeral.  The father of Isaac, Hiram Wilson, constructed the coffin at Jesse's behest.   Frankie Greer helped protect Caroline and her small children during the deprecations of Union sympathizers home invasions as law and order broke down in the mountain communities near the end of the War.

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Genealogical Treasures saved by Annie Heaton....

One of the great delights of research family history is the discovery of distant cousins who have saved materials of our ancestors.  One of these persons is Annie Greer Heaton who generously shared her knowledge of family with many of us in June 2012 in Banner Elk, North Carolina.

The previous winter she opened her family papers  and encouraged me to scan them and share with other descendants of the Greer and Brown families who occupied the highlands of western North Carolina in the early 1800s.  Below Annie makes a point in her North Carolina home.

One of her documents is a copy of Mary 'Polly' Mitchel Brown's will, the grandmother of Caroline Greer Wilson, or my generation's 4th great grandmother.  I present the will in several sections.  Polly (1791-1838) who died in Ashe County, North Carolina wrote her will in 1838. Her husband, Francis Franklin Brown (1780-1828), was a third generation American descended from German grandparents.  The couple had married in 1815 in Wilkes County, North Carolina.   Unfortunately, we have no information at this time on Polly's ancestry.

In 1838, Martin Van Buren was in the White House and newly independent Texas was a republic, not yet part of the United States. The American frontier was advancing west leaving behind in the highlands of North Carolina, a largely agricultural society of subsistence farms.  As we read the will, one recognizes that our ancestors grew, harvested and stored their own food.  Transportation was by horse, milk directly from one's cows, meat from one's hogs, vegetables from one's tilled soil and clothing from one's sheep.

Polly left daughter Nancy Brown (1818-1900) one black cow, a calf, saddle, a white cow, six two year old hogs, a portion of the household furniture, four head of sheep, ten bushels of corn, 50 pounds of bacon, 15 pounds of lard and 15 bushels of potatoes.  Nancy would marry twice, first to Alexander Baird and then in 1847 to Joseph Greer .  Today, the Baird House is a B and B and still stands along the Watagua River in Sugar Grove (www.bairdhouse.com) not far from Boone, North Carolina.﻿

To her second daughter, Frances (Franky) Brown (1810-1905), my 3rd great grandmother and mother of Caroline Greer Wilson (1828-1911), Polly designated the following items: a three year old red heifer, a two year old red and white yearling, a second black yearling with a White back, a brown yearling, 13 sheep, a chest, and half of of the house hold furniture, a large pot and the balance of my hogs, 175 pounds of bacon, 100 of lard, 150 bushels of potatoes and the balance of her corn.

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‘This book was found in a box of letters, marked “Old Greer Letters” in Mrs. Isaac Greer's attic in
Banner Elk, North Carolina in 1990.

Civil War Book by Lieutenant Isaac Wilson.

“This is believed to be Isaac Wilson's notebook. He was a 2™ Licutenant in the 98 North Carolina Militia
with a date of rank Feb. 19, 1862. Then appointed Quartermaster on June 20, 1862. Then 1* Sgt of
Company A 11® Battalion of North Carolina Home Guard. He was bor in 1822 and was married to
Caroline Greer Wilson, daughter of Frankie and Jesse Greer, Jr. His home was located near the Tenncssce
line in the southwest comer of Ashe County, North Carolina, one mile from Watauga County.

(See enclosed letter by Lyle Bishop explaining that this is the only known Roll Book of Company A, 11* of
NC Home Guard in existence.)

The book is six inches by three and a halfinches and is handmade. The paper has lines and is sown between
a picce of leather, used for backing. There are approximately twenty pages, with writing on both sides of
most pages. The pages are not uniform in size and the book has been written starting from both the front
and the back, with some of the writing appearing upside down on certain pages. There appears to be three
different handwritings and a few of the entries were made after Isaac Wilson was killed by “Bushwhackers”.
(He was home for a few days and was shot in the back while plowing his field on June 17, 1864.)

“The book was Isaac Wilson's personal notebook recording money paid and money owed. There are also
‘accounts of how many bushels of thrashed wheat went to different people. He refers to paying people for
cotton and “breaking flax". He also recorded paying for pasturing horses. On page 30 he has collected
money to buy bonds in Morganton, NC and has signed the list s “Balance is my own” and signed his name.
“The handwriting here is the same as the lists of men’s names on the Roll Call dated March 17, 1864.

Isaac Wilson's brother-in-law, Wilbum Greer moved to Banner Elk, North Carolina in 1886. His sister,
Polly Greer Jones, and her husband, William Jones, had previously moved into the home of Jesse and
Frankie Greer, Isaac Wilson's In-Laws.) They were given the family property in exchange for looking after
Polly's parents. When Polly died in Feb. 1889, William Jones kicked Frankie and Jesse Greer out of their
home. They ended up in an older home in Banner EIK, next to their son, Wilbum Greer. They brought their
household goods with them. These included the wil of Frankie Greer's Mother, the Civil War Book, and
framed pictures of Isaac and Caroline Wilson.

William Albert Wilson, one of Caroline and Isaac’s sons, wrote a book about what happened during and
after the Civil War. “The Early Life of Wm. Albert Wilson” recalls tales of the “Bushwhackers™ and the
death of 1saac Wilson. The Bushwhackers came from just across the line in Tennessee and most of them
‘were known by name as they were actually neighbors. (The Civil War was just an excuse they used o seal,
‘while most of the men were away fighting in the war.) They were constantly raiding the area where Isaac
Wilson's farm was located. It got so bad that Caroline Wilson buried copper and pewter pots, pans, and
dishes to keep them from being stolen. She buried everything she felt wouldn't be damaged by the dirt. She
‘marked the areas where her belongings were hidden by planting trees, 5o she was able to retreve them afier
the war. Another time, new clothes made for her cight children were hurriedly thrown up on the roof 10 keep
them from being stolen during a night raid. She also 10ld of the time she was sewing a new dress and
hurriedly threw it under her skirt in order to save it from the thieves. She had o pretend that she was 100
frightened to stand up. She sent some household things to her father, Jesse Greer's house for safekeeping
because the raids weren't as severe there. Her Mother, Frankie Greer, chased after them when they stole
butter and honey. Stealing the honey was the final straw for her 5o she decided they weren’t going o get to
enjoy eating it She followed them and when they stopped t0 rest and cat the honey, she threw a rock as hard
as she could and broke the jar. The angry Bushwhacker, named Henry Parsons, charged her with his
bayonet and permancatly injured one of her fingers when he severed an artery. She later referred to her
damaged finger as her Henry Parson Finger.

William Albert Wilson family taken in 1896 in Hiroshima, Japan.  William Wilson (1861-1950) was the last born son of Isaac and Caroline Wilson Greer of Sutherland, Ashe County, North Carolina.  Ordained in the Southern Methodist Church, Will and his wife, Mary McClellan Wilson, served decades as Christian missionaries to Japan.  A graduate of Trinity College (Duke), Will wrote the memoirs that became the book Neighbor to Neighbor, the story of the Civil War in Ashe County and his father's murder in 1864.

According to Annie Heaton's marginalia in red, William sent this picture to his first cousin, William Isaac Greer who lived in Banner Elk, North Carolina.  Mary Wilson died in 1949 and William the next year, 1950 in retirement in Durham, North Carolina.

In 1947, William wrote the below comments concerning his family lineage and relatives.  His descendants have written their own comments in the margins. Click on the document twice and it should enlarge.
