Discharged from Union Army 2 June 1861.  Was with the 28 New York Volunteers, 12th Army Corp, Company A, as “Acting Captain”.

Captured 9 August 1862 at Battle of Cedar Mountain with Pope’s Army.  Was held in Libby Prison, Richmond, VA, from 11 Aug to September.  Was “paroled”.

Moved to California March 1864.  Worked on the railroads as conductor, finally had own business…Long’s Baggage Service.  Made several trips back to Lockport.  Write ups in Lkpt. Newspaper about his visits.
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
