2-JOHN/"HANNES" MOHLER, b. about 1755 since he came of age in 1776, as that was when he received his property.  Lancaster deed T-253, on 12 Oct 1776 transferred land from Henry, Sr's estate to this son.   John Landes was listed as the only surviving executor of Henry, Sr. estate, Henry Mohler, Jr was the other executor and died 1774.

Hannes married Catharine - was she Catharine Bowman??  Some people believe a Catherine Bowman married a John Mohler, b. 1748, who had sons of the same name as this Hannes but their John supposedly had a son John, b 1772, who married Magdaline Rinehart and fathered the Weyers Cave branch.  Our Hannes also had a son John but he went to Niagara Co. NY as proven by deeds and wills.


Lancaster deed L-6-345, on 28 Dec 1814, Hannes, Yeoman, & wife Catharine sold 32 acres to son John, blue-dyer, for 1085 pounds, some was part of the land Hannes received from his father, Henry, Sr. and the rest Hannes had bought in 1795. 


Hannes died in 1815.   Will book L-1-380, photocopy of the will on pages 609-610, shows the will of Hannes signed 19 Dec 1813 and proved 23 Feb 1815, his wife was Catharine.  He willed some of his plantation to son John and the rest of his plantation to Daniel [haven't yet found deed].  The will orders some of his land to be sold, 70 acres including the manor house and 30 acres of mountain land.  Son John was to get 20 acres and another 12 acres both at 50 £ per acre plus 26 acres of mountain land at 37£.  Son Daniel was to get the rest of the plantation.   John Fry purchased 70 acres of the farm and 31 acres of mountain land on 3 April 1816, [deed E-7-264, and this land had the  500 £ held as a dower for Catharine].  In the next deed, E-7-267, John Jr. and wife Margaret, sold 20 of his 32 acres to the same John Fry  along with 10 acres John Jr. had bought in 1811.    


Lancaster deed 13-125, on 6 Oct 1815, widow Catharine, for $300, releases son John from the obligations in the will (providing room and supplies, etc).   


Lancaster Letter of Atty Book, 21 Feb 1823, Catharine Mohler of Allen Twp, Cumberland County, widow of John, late of Cocalico Twp, gave power of Atty to son-in-law Christian Bowman, of Allen Twp to collect dower from John Fry of Cocalico, witness was Patrick Laverty.  John Fry died in 1849 and the land with the dower was transferred to Christian Weist.


Widow Catharine died 16 Jan 1850.   Dauphin Co. Intestate, Daniel Balsbaugh named Administer on 8 March 1850.  There were a series of deeds where the children of Hannes collected their portions of the dower money and signed releases to Christian Weist.  Those deeds are summarized on page 342.


We know the names of the children of Hannes from his will:  John, Daniel, Samuel, Jacob, Henry, Elizabeth, Catherine and Mary.  However John, Jr. is the only son we have proof of his marriage and descendants.  The other sons wives and descendants are only educated guesses and conjecture.  The daughters names and husbands are mentioned in subsequent wills and deeds and therefore are known.


In 2006 I received an e-mail from Kenneth McCrea, 20 Terrace Ave., Stevens,PA 17578, Ken@GermanNames.com, who is/was Pres of Reamstown Historical Society.  He had recently acquired an unfiled deed abbreviated here: 4 April 1816, Daniel Mohler, of Cocalico Twp, Lanc. Co., weaver, and Christina, his wife, to John Slabach of Cocalico Twp, two tracts of land, first, 33 acres 76 perches, 20 acres of which was land granted 28 Dec 1814 by Hannes & wife Catharine to son Daniel.  The 13 acres was bequeathed to Daniel by his father, will date 19 Dec 1813.  Tract 2 12 acres was also bequeathed and given by Hannes.

3-Daniel Mohler, According to father's will, he was still in Lancaster Co at death of father.  The deed for the land was unfiled, surfaced in 2006.  See last paragraph on previous page.
He was in Monroe Twp, Cumb Co., PA in 1832,  and in 1850, deed U-7-305

We believe he was the one who married Christina Vandersaal.

3-Jacob Mohler, and wife Nancy were in Allen Twp, Cumb Co in 1821. They  rec'd $166.67 & 

signed a release of dower rights to Philip Rowland, Cumb. Co deed 22-70, in 1821.   Philip 

Rowland, on 7 Feb 1832, sold the right to Jacob's brother Daniel Mohler Lanc. deed U-7-304.

In 1821, Jacob and Nancy also sold to Philip Rowland the dower rights to her mother's estate 

[mother was Margaret Storrik, widow of John Storrik].

We believe he was the one who married Nancy/Anna Stark.

3-Samuel Mohler, we believe he married Sally and was in Allen Twp by 1816 

was in Cumb Co PA in 1821, and Augusta VA in 1850.  No wife on deed in 1850.

Believe he was the one who later moved to Preble Co. Ohio.

3-Henry Mohler, bought property in Mechanicsburg PA in 1822.  He sold his dower right to 

Thomas Pratt on 15 April 1823, Lanc. deed A-5-63. no wife listed.

We have no idea what became of him, but presume he left the area.

3-Elizabeth Mohler,  married to Leonard Weaver, had four children by 1813.  She lived in Monroe Twp,

Cumb. Co. but was dead by 1850.  Her dower right was sold by her executors to her brother Daniel.   

See deed U-7-309.  No further information found.

3-Catharine Mohler, b. 1782, widow of Jacob Thrill, had four children in 1813, d. 1857

m2,  Frederick Biermaster, b. 178_, Lancaster Co. d. 1867, bur Ashland Cem., OH

He was a Private in the US Army in the War with Mexico

They moved to Ashland, OH in 1842,

Estate of Hannes Mohler, Deeds for the distribution of the dower money. 


Hannes (John) Mohler, son of Henry Mohler, Sr. died in 1815.  His will left a dower of 500 £ on the land for widow Catharine.  The land was to be sold and was to provide Catharine with money each year and at her death, the money was to be divided among the 8 children.  Land was sold to John Fry who died and left it to Christian Wiest.

Catharine died 1850 and these deeds are the distribution of the dower money.  Each child received $166.67.

U-7-303:  Christian Bowman and wife Mary (Mohler) of Susquehanna Twp


Dauphin Co, PA, 5 March 1850, received $166.67

U-7-304: Philip Rowland to Daniel Mohler.   Jacob Mohler, brother of Daniel, had sold his right in the dower 


to Philip Rowland in 1821, see Cumb Co. deed 22-70, now Philip Rowland sold that share to 


Daniel.  See deed U-7-309.

U-7-305:  Samuel Mohler, of Augusta Co VA, received $166.67

U-7-307:  Frederick Bowermaster and Catharine (Mohler), Ashland, OH, 8 April 1850, received $166.67

U-7-309:  Daniel Mohler, of Monroe Co, PA rec'd his share of $166.67 and also the share of his brother 


Jacob, via Philip Rowland (see deed U-7-304) and also the share from his sister Elizabeth Weaver's


estate which was also transferred to him by Michael Wenger, Administrator for estate of E. Weaver.


Therefore Daniel received $166.67 times three.  1 April 1850.

T-7-243: son John Mohler, wife Margaret and family had moved first to Cumberland Co. and in 1830, to 


Niagara Co NY.  John died before 1850.  Widow Margaret and son Daniel of Lockport NY, son 


John of Newfane, NY and daughter Nancy, wife of Wm Sickles of Cambria, NY.  We do not know why

deceased daughter Sarah’s share was not given to her children.  Sarah’s mother was living with Sarah’s husband and children in 1850, so they were not “lost”.

A-5-63:  son Henry Mohler sold his dower right to Thomas Pratt on 15 April 1823.  He was living in Allen 
Twp. Cumb. Co at that time.   So we do not know his location in 1850.

I believe these deeds from Cumberland Co. PA  come close to proving the family of Hannes Mohler and Catherine.  

It is not absolute proof.  That we have been unable to find.  This is circumstantial evidence only.

John (Hannes) son of Henry, Sr. died in 1815.  He had sons Henry, Jacob & Samuel as well as John & Daniel.  He left property to John & Daniel but not the others.  Had they already left the area?   The above Jacob, (spouse of Nancy) is definitely son of Hannes & in Cumb. Co. by 1821 as he signed off on dower of mother Catharine.  Jacob & Nancy signed off on rights to dower of Margaret Storrik at the same time.  Is this Jacob & Anna Stark?  Also Hannes had a dau Elizabeth who married a Weaver.

Much later, on 1 April 1872, a Jacob & Anna Mohler, of Mechanicsburg, sell 2 lots in Upper Allen Twp, 1/2 acre +111p, for $600 to Samuel Comp,  deed 3-E-566, land bought 21 March 1860 from Adam Himes.  Is this Jacob & Anna Stark Mohler, or another couple?
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
