Fallsington is a 300+ year old village where William Penn attended Meeting in the summer. His summer home (Pennsbury Manor) is just down the road although I don't think he was there much. If you can't find it on a map, look for Levittown, which built all around it in the 1950s.

 

Sarah Boone did not have a middle name. There was a Sarah Cassandra Boone, but it wasn't her. You know, once someone publishes something it seems to become fact.

 

When I lived in NC I visited Joppa Cemetery where John Wilcoxson may have been buried. Most of the stones just look like rocks in a field now, except for the graves of Daniel Boone's parents. John Wilcoxson's brother Isaac was buried there among others.

 

The Draper manuscripts are not accurate when it comes to Sarah Boone Wilcoxson's date and place of death. I believe it was Jeremiah Wilcoxson who told Draper that Sarah went to live with Jesse Boone Wilcoxson, her grandson, and died in Madison Co., KY. Jesse lived in southern Clark Co., KY, near his wife's parents (Thomas and Sarah Wilcoxson Hagans). Also, there is no verification that grandson Jesse had the middle name Boone, however, his son was Jesse Boone Wilcoxson in his own probate papers.

 

Thomas Hagans was a chain carrier for Daniel Boone. The Hagans and several Wilcoxsons settled in KY pretty early, and there were few actual graveyards. The only gravestone found for any of them was one for Samuel Wilcoxson (son of John and Sarah) and the dates are not right on it.

 

Now for Nancy Wilcoxson Greer. I think I have emailed many of your researchers over the years, with none of us in agreement. Here is one of Jeremiah Wilcoxson's statements to Draper.

WILCOXSON AND ALLIED FAMILIES, by Dorthy Ford Wulfeck: 
 "In 1861, Jeremiah F. Willcoxen wrote from Canton, Ill., to Lyman C. Draper (Draper Mss 23 CC 47) stating in part, "You say you was informed that my Father was a nephew of Col. Boon. He was a Grand nephew of Col. Boon, being a Samuel Willcoxen who was a son of John and Sarah Willcoxen, formerly Sarah; a sister of Col. Boon. John Willcoxen & Sarah Boon was married in North Carolina (we are not in possession of the date.) He died in Roann County N. Carolina. After which She removed to Kentucky with her Grandson (Jesse Boon Willcoxen) with whom she lived till her death which took place in the year 1814 at the age of about 97 years." ...
 In another letter from Jeremiah to Draper (Draper Mss 23 CC 49) postmarked 18 Apr 1861 from Conton, IL, is this. "Mr. Draper - Dear Sir: I received your of the 5th inst and will proceed to answer your questions as nearly as Mother can remember. (as we are not in possession of the family record so far back) 1st. Grandfather had 6 brothers and 4 sisters all older than hmself except one and his name was William. The names of the older ones were John, George, Isaac, Daniel Jr., Israel (Israel was killed by the Indians at Booneborough, Ky.) Elizabeth she married Benjamin Cutbirth, Mary married Walker, Rachel married William Bryant, Sarah married Thomas Hagans.
2nd Great grandfather was a native of Wales.
3rd Uncle Jesse B. Willcoxen lived in Madison County Ky he is not living he has been dead about thirty five years.
4th John Willcoxen's children are none living.
5th Grandfather's Brother Daniel died in Kentucky but we do not know whether he was the one you refer to or not We do not know anything of his family.

There are several errors in the above Draper Mss. Daniel Wilcoxson was not a son of John and Sarah Boone Wilcoxson, but David (1742-1834) was. The one item I have been able to verify is the statement that Jesse Boone Wilcoxson died about 35 years ago. I have his probate records and he was the son of Jesse Wilcoxson (s/o Samuel) and Sarah Hagans (d/o Thomas and Sarah Wilcoxson Hagans).

 

So...what do you have to prove that Nancy Wilcoxson Greer was the daughter of  John and Sarah? I'm not doubting you--I'm just always looking for more answers.
