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Peter (Pete) Hildreth Holliman born 20 April 1851 married Manervia Sullivan
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12 April 1875 in Sumner Co., Ms. (now known as Webster Co.). Pete and Manervis
had one child, Clarence Hildreth Holliman whoiﬁas born @ 1878. Manervia died

@ 1880 and is buried near Oakland, Ms. GClarence married Lilly Mylinda Houston
of Tac; Co. 21 Jan. 1899 and made their home in the Sarah Community. Clarence
died in 1923 and Lilly in 1939. They are both buried in Truslow Cemetary. (See
Clarence Hildreth Holliman Section)

Pete then mar;ied Dovie L. Pollan (Rosa Lee) 23 Aug. !880 in Grenada, Ms.
Clarence was 2 yrs. old at the time of their marriage. Dovie and Pete had 2
children. They were Dollie H. Mote (Sallie) born Jume 1881; and John Holliman
born @ 1884. Sallie married Issac Mote 14 Dec. 1904 in Tate C6. John died of
a congeSCivé chill after they came to Tate Co. in 1900. Dovie died in Grenada,
Ms., before they moved to Tate Co.

Pete then married Dovie's sister Louisa (Missy) Pollan @ 1885. Pete then
had 3 children from previous marriages and Pete and Missy had 7 children. They
were Belle H. Buford born @ 1886 and married Frank H. Buford 10 April 1910;
Josie H. Aldridge married Marcell Aldridge 17 May 1909; Dewitt L. Folliman bor
22 Sept. 1890 married Pearl Varner; Ida Mae H. Brickey bormn Jan._IBQZ married
Elbert Brickey; Ida had a twin that died at birth; Matxel H. Giles boran @ Sept
1893, and married William E. Giles 16 Jan. 1916; Maggie Christine H. Sinque-
field born I5 Oct. 1895 married Carlos P. Sinquefiéld 28 Dec. 1913.

About 1890, Missy's father gave Pete and her brothers, Ed aand C.O. Pollan
funds to buy land in Tate Co. The Holliman and Pollan families came to Brown's
Ferry Road in covered wagons to spend the winter until land could be purchased
in the Spring. Pete bought land from Noah Diffie in Jan. 1891, in the Sarah
Community and the Pollan family bought adjoining property. Pete cleared land
and sold logs for a living. He was truely one of Tate Co.'s earliest pioneers.
Heidid business with Green River Lumber Co. in Memphis. He also donated land

for a school known as Cruikshank School. The land was later sold back to Clar-
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ence. Missy died when Maggie was a baby and was buried in Truslow Cemetary.
Pete then married Quilla (Aquillie) Mote Barmet Moon Ol April 1897. Pete
had 9 children by this time and Aquillie had 4. Aquillie's children were Mosi
Moon Boling who married John Boling; Maudie Moon Holliday who married Claude
Holliday; Josie Moon Nelson ;ho married Earl Nelson; and Ada Moon Boling who-
married Charlie Boling. Pete and Aquillie had 5 children. They were Bessie H.
Lambert who married Webster Lambert 10 Oct. 1915; Elizabeth Beatrice (Lizzie)
H. Blaylock \_,lho married Perry L. Blaylock 12 June 1921; Deli_a H. Pollan who
married Charlie E. Pollan 12 June 1921; Bennie H. Brewer who married Basil
Brewer 19 Feb. 1927; Robbie H. Frazier who married Asa Lee Frazier 19 Mar. 192

Pete died 01 Aug. 1923 and was buried beside Missy in Truslow Cemetary.

Aquillie died 09 April 1938 and is also buried in Truslow Cemetary.
