I'm about 18 months older than you, Glenn, but you have the same memory I have. My sister is 3 years older than me so she would remember more. My brother is 4 years younger, so he won't remember her as well.

I remember the smell of dip :-) To this day, it brings back warm memories. My mother and grandmother lived with Grandma Caine for several years. My mother recalled having to go to the outhouse each morning and dreading it because she thought boys passing by would come and try to tip it over. My mother said that Grandma really liked her boy grands and greats but wasn't much on the girls. She'd get after my sister and thought that I could do no wrong.

I remember the clock ticking on her mantel. One time we visited, I decided to look inside the toilet tank to see how it worked. I dropped the lid and it broke into pieces. My father (an Army officer) was ready to give me whatever and Grandma stopped them all saying "he's trying to learn about things." That bathroom was a joint one, used by her and her boarders. The house was divided down the middle with the bathroom in the center as I recall. Grandma once told my mother that she didn't like her new boarder much. My mother asked her why. Grandma said, "Well, he comes in late at night and uses the bathroom. You'd think he'd go outside like any decent man!"

When it was time for us to leave her house, she would hang on the car. My father would be saying, "We've got to go, Grandma" but she'd continue to hang on as if she could keep the car from moving. 

At least once, Grandma threw her teeth out with the dishwater and had to go outside in the dark and crawl around feeling for them.

Another story my mother used to tell is how Grandma had a prized chicken (rooster or hen?) that was ailing. Grandma grabbed it up, slit it's throat, cut the gizzard open, cleaned it out and sewed the chicken back up. It was as good as new from then on!

As far as I remember, Grandma was the perfect grandparent. I am sure others might remember her other than being very happy, but I only remember her always smiling at me.
