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I found the roll of Co. F. 41st AL Inf which includes Manassas P. Hocut (and other Hocut's) -- notice the single "t." The name directly after Manassas is J. G. Holliman. Do you have J. G. anywhere in the Holliman tree?

I'm attaching the pdfs of names from Co F 41st AL Inf. The unit consisted of men from the Fayette area.

I am going to download all 36 pages and make one pdf out of the total. I'll send a copy when I get that done.

G. A. Thompson in the 2nd pdf is probably George A. The fact that he's listed as Corp. may be a sign that he lived on into the war. There are two other Thompsons. My next research is going to be on the Thompson line.

Glenn: I turned 73 yesterday.  Sorry you cannot head south, however I understand.  Hopefully you can get south later.  No real change here other than no more temperatures at or near 100.  We had 109 consecutive days in upper 90's into late September.  The weekend before Labor Day weekend I did a hummingbird banding demonstration at a farm about 27 miles east of here.  Have done that for the last 15 years 2 to 3 times each year during August and September.  Had several thousand migrating hummers on hand and had over 500 people came to observe the birds, flowers, and me processing the birds.  Since I tell folks about what I am doing and how to ID the birds as to age, and sex, was able to process 60 birds in 3 hours with a large crowd around the banding table.  I had no help except for the trained folks that catch the birds and bring them to me.  I did get a person to record the data in the computer as I did that.  Have had a series of small injuries to hands and head in the last two months.  Seems like I get hit or cut real easy when trying to do maintenance around this place.  Came real close to losing a finger last Friday when working on a spare tire mount on the large equipment trailer.  I am slowly replacing the treated wood deck with plastic composite wood that is around the entire house.  I will start on a 40 foot section today along with filling in the swimming pool that is below the deck.  Have not used the pool in 5 years and the cost to get it back functional condition would be around $10,000.  That is almost what it cost originally 24 years ago.  I will not get it fixed since no one used it the last 3 years it was working and open.  I will use the backhoe for that.  It can be returned to use/repair by removing the soil fill in the future if someone wanted to do that.  In ground pools are a hole you pour money into each year to keep the thing useable. 

 

Mother-in-law is slowly going down hill due to memory loss and no being able to walk.  She pooped in her diaper yesterday afternnoon late and then "played in it" and got it all over her hands, arms, face, wheelchair, etc  Had to use the lift to place her in the cattle water tub I got from the COOP for bath.  It is impossible to get in any of the bathrooms for that since she cannot or will not walk and the life will not fit in those places.  We do the bath in the kitchen/mainroom using a hose with the drain pump we use to empty the outside hot tub hooked up to the kitchen sink.  As soon as she was lowered into the warm tub she "shit" a large load in the tub and I had to use the wire mesh strianer from the kitchen to "fish" for something I have never caught before!  Seems all I do is deal with shit every day, both real and other.  I am about worn out mentally with having to take car of her and then most every thing else here. 

I have been able to work out at the Y three mornings a week while the "sitter' is here.  Have gotten back in good physical shape doing 15 weight exercises [usually lift 62,500 lbs each session] and a mile on the tread mill each evening. 

 

Did we have a direct ancestor that served in the army during the Revolutionary War?  I was asked about that after a presentation last Spring on humming birds at the local DAR.  I had stated that we might have such a family history but was not real sure.  Must go fix breakfast and change diaper.  Take care, I will continue to hang in here.  I wish I could attend the promotion ceremony for Lt. Colonel Bryan.  Tell him that a real conservative retired university professor is most impressed and proud of him and that I salute him with great honor!  I regret I did not take his route in life when I had the chance a long time ago.
